Administrator Myer, according
to a statement by Mr. Myer
today. There are 240 secret
service men In Tennessee, he
said, and their services are at
the constant disposal of the
state and county fuel adminis-
trators for Investigation of all
reported violations of the fuel
order.

Myer "I heard yesterday that
a printing establishment in
Nashville was violating the or-

der In some respects, and in
twenty minutes I had In my
office Si full written report on
the case by a secret service

"county administrators will
Investigate all reported viola-
tions, and evidence will be
turned over to the United
States district attorneys tot
purposes of prosecution In the
federal courts.

Mr. Myer said he would not
tolerate any half-heart- ed ob-

servances of the orders. Every
x,citien or concern that tries to
' grasp at every available straw
to get around' the observance
of the order, or that tries to
defeat the, intentions of the
fuel administration and Pres-
ident Wilson, is a traitor to
his country, he said, and added,
that he was going to enforce
tha letter and spirit of the or-

der to the full extent of ;bis
ability. 0

(Special to The News.)
Nashville, Jan. 19. 8tte Fuel Ad-

ministrator Myer said today that while
he had decided for the present to al-

low the bte of wood for fuel by In-

dustries and stores on heatless days,
all who take advantage of this ruling
should prepare to stop using wood at
a moment's notice. He was advised
last night by his representative at
Washington that National Admini-
strator Garfield would very probably
refuse the request to remove the ban
from wood in this state. Orders on
this point from Or. OarfieW are ex-

pected any moment, and if wood is

prohibited Mr. Myer will enforce the
ruling to tha letter.

Mr. Myer ruled today that plumb-
ers would be allowed to have heat,
this exemption being based, on the
publio health clause of the fuel order.
He ruled that sheet metal workers
making new things would be regarded
as manufacturers and would not be

allowed heat, but those doing repair
work alone will be allowed to use
heat as usual exoept on Mondays.

Garages and automobile repair shops
cannot have heat on Mondays, but are
not classed as manufactories, and will
therefore not be restricted during the
five-da- y period.

Carnegie" libraries will not be per-

mitted to have heat on Mondays.
Dry cleaning and pressing estab-

lishments cannot use fuel

Fsod Establishments.

mission, wholesale and retail trade,
and in fact .avery sort of food han-

dling, preserving, manufacturing and
distributing agency. Beyond this I re-

peat our instructions of yesterday.
"You are authorized to exenjpt from

the order all industries whose con-
tinuous operation is necessary in or-
der to preserve the uninterrupted con-
duct of all direct food trades and in-

dustries. Indirect Industries include
such items as manufacturers of hags,
binder twine, ammonia and fertilizers.

E. K. Cooper, who was several months
ago sentenced to serve six months in the
county workhouse on the charge of In.
voluntary manslaughter, will be par-
doned in the next few days by Gov.
Rye. A petition seeking clemency for
young Cooper, drawn by his attorney, J.
H. Daly, is on its way to the state cap.
ital. The petition Is signed by Judge
S. D. McReynolds. Gen. M. N. Whitaker,
T. Pope Shepherd and Will F. Chamlee,
who prosecuted the case against Cooper.
Other prominent citizens also signed the
petition.

Cooper,' it will be remembered, some
time ago. while riding a motorcycle along
the RossVille boulevard at an alleged high
rate of speed, ran over and killed John
Samples, a young boy on his way to
school. The little fellow had ridden to
the schoolhouse on a wagon, and when
his place of destination was reached he
jumped off the rear of the wagon and
running across the street was struck by
Cooper's motorcycle. The case was tried
and Cooper was convicted of involuntary
manslaughter and given a sentence of
eleven months and twenty-nin- e day.. A

suited In Judga McReynoids cutting down
the aentence to aix months In the work,
house. Coonr has served several
months of this se.'lence, and now asks
respite from the rest.

With the supply of coal coming into
Chattanooga greatly decreased Satur-
day, the fuel situation here appeared
to be most critical. Hamilton County
Fuel Administrator R. H. Williams
was kept busy at the telephone all
during the forenoon answering calls
from dealers, who Btated they were
entirely out and were calling upon
him for relief. Mr. Williams ex-

plained, however, it was almost Im-

possible for him to be of much as-

sistance, as there w.ere very few cars
delivered. The Southern railway had
only fourteen cars delivered, out of
these there were only two ears booked
to local manufacturers, the same be-

ing diverted to dealers. '
The Cory Coal company received

nine cars, the majority of which is in-

cluded in the report from the railway
company. This company has been
furnishing local consumers with a
large supply recently, and with a
shortage here this puts nnother dis-

couraging light on the situation.
The coalyards that were out at noon

Saturday were: The Atlantic Ice and
Coal company, Hibbler-Barne- s, who
had at the time a two hours' supply;
the CarrolT'Stoal company's yards were
entirely out at the time; the East
l.ake Coal company reported out and
about 150 orders on the waiting list.

Tha Mcrriam Coal company waa
also out of coal, but the manager
stated that he was expecting a sup-
ply In during the afternoon.

From the above reports .it looked
Saturday as though the only thing
that could save the city from a most
serious ,co.l shortage, resulting in
suffering, was by immediate relief, as
there was at that time no reserve sup-
ply on hand.

' formed by the release of the floods to
'protect Venice are brave, families
clinging to their homes In the hope that
1918 will see tho invader thrown back.

Work Hardest at Night
On this sector the Italians have a

Superiority of artillery. It is at night
that Uie Italian guns do their hardest
work. At night the Austrians always
attempt to construct field works or lay
bridges of boats across the I'lave Vec-
chia to the canals. They take a num-
ber of boats, tie them together and
Kwlnir them out from one bank trust
ing to the current to float them into
place on tne otner side, it is tne nusi-ne- ss

of the Italian flouting batteries to
drive away these bridge-builde- rs and
to destroy the fruits of their labors
and this they do with surprising suc-
cess.

Venice's Population of
150,000 Dwindled to 1,000

Remember the Fighters

With ths French Army in Italy, Dec.
15. (Correspondence of the Associated
Hress.) Betore the menace of the
modern Hun, Venice, whose lagoons
centuries ago furnished an asylum of
safety for refugees fleeing from Attila,
is today almost emptisd. Of the 150,000
parson who ordinarily inhabit the
city, only about 1,000 remain. But this
is not because Venice fears for her
own protection. Across the battlefield
of the reeds it is believed that no in-

vader will penetrate to the islands of
the Venetian lagoon. The city puts her
trust in the lagoons as confidently as
4he trusted to the sea in olden times.

To the visitor in Venice in these days
when the invading army lies only a
snort march distant, one of the odd
memories of the war will be that of
the music of the great guns bombing
from the I.idi and the nests of reedy
islets In the northern lagoon. That
music accompanies you all day In
Venice.

The Queen of the Adriatics has her
face to the foe. She has shut her shops
and sent her merchandise away. The
army or the navy have taken her
young men. Those that remain have
bricked up or sand -- bagged her
churches and monuments and now
await the issue in entire calm, confi-

dent that although the enemy Is no
more than a long gunshot away, it Is
not at her own gates that Venice is
menaced.

Make Trip by Motorboat.
From Burano, a motorboat takes you

through a maze of channels Into the
canal Silonc where you thread your
way between reed-cover- banks
toward the mainland. You can see
nothing but the channel and the reeds.
There is not a roof nor a spire in sight.
We are getting up to what may be
called the artillery defense line of Ven-
ice. On the way we passed a British
monitor with her big guns pointed in-

land. The coast batteries and big gun
monitors constitute another defense
line. Here in the salt channel between
the islands we corne suddenly upon a
floating battery or pontoon, as the
Italians call them. Jt is a big steel
barge mounting a gun which has been
steadily pounding the Austrians on the
Plave Vecchia all night. She is
manned by sailors, for the artillery de-
fense of Venice is entirely in the hands
Of the navy- -
