WAS SULLIVAN REAL WORLD CHAMP?
TECHNICALLY NOT, BUT IN REALITY, YES

The death of John L. Bullivan has
agnin opened up the old question of
whether the “Boston Strong Boy” was
ever champion of the World. Tachnl-

cilly, perhaps, he was not, but during
the years from his defeat of Paddy Ryan
in 1882 and hie draw with Charley
Mitchell in 1888, there was no fighter
who could have disputed it with him.

It is claimed by some critics that the
world's heavywelght echampionship did
not really come to the I'nlted States
untll in 1804, when Mitchell fell In four
rounds before the terrific onslaught of
Jim Cerbett, but during the time Sullf-
van held the title there was not & man
in either England or Australia, the enly
other pugllistic fMelds of the time, who
could stand before Bulllvan.

Joe GGoss won several battles in Eng-
Iand and claimed the English champlons
ship, although the claim was never rec-
pgniged in Great Britain. Then Goss
came to America and was defeated In
eighty-seven rounds by Paddy Ryan,
whe claimed the champlonship. This
was In 18380, tha firat year Bullivan did

Two years later Sullivan met Ryah,
who claimed the champlonship, at Mis-
slasippl Cily and defeated him In four
rounds, From that time on Sullivan did
not bar any challenger at homs or
abroad, with the axception of Poter
Jackson, Bullivan refusing to fight a
negro,

During these years thers was none to
dispute hls claims to the world title, and
he claimegd it, quite rightly,

It was not untll 1888 that there was
any reason to doubt Bullivan‘s eclaims to
the title. Mareh 10 Sulllvan met Charley
Mitchell at Chantllly, France, fighting
{hirty-nine rounds, the fight being called
8 draw at that stage by mutual agree-
ment of Mitchell and Sullivan, It has
bean sald that Bullivan Instigated this
when he felt his strangth going, bat, this
in scarcely credible when It is conaldared
that ten months Iater he was able to
beat Jake Kilrain In seventy-five rounds,

Ask Grand Jury to See What
Influence It Has to Get
Road Improved.

The_Hamilton county grand jury,
before it adjourned Wednesday, had
several residents of Lookout mountalu
Ihefnr. it with vigoerous complaints
about the condition of the original
road up the mountain, The reasidents
complained that the road was in such
& serious condition they were unable
to travel it. They stated that during
the recent bad weather the roads were
| 80 impassable they could get no fuel
or food for their families. BSore of
them stated that several times, on ac-
count of not being able to get fuw,
they were forced to go out and cut
their own wood. Rocks and large
bouldera almost entirely block the
roads in places. 'The residents further
complained that the Chattanoogn Rall-
way and Light eompany had recently
elevated a bridge along the road and
ths approaches to it were so steep that
trucks and automobiles would often
wet stalled and it would take hours to
wot them eult The residents claimed
they eould get no relief from the
county or street car company,

As the result of the complaints,
Moger Crox, superintendent of roads,
and ¥. D. Reed. superintondent of the
strest car company, wern summoned
before the grand jury and asked sev-
eral questions regarding the eom.
plaints made by the mountain resi-
dents. Mr, Crox pleaded poverty and
sald that as the road was a district
road, he could not work county eon-
viots on it, and that labor was wmso
soarce he could hardly get & man to
work. Mr, Crox stated that when he
employed men heé was only allowed
$1.66 n Aay and that this day and time
Iabor laughed at such a price, How-
ever, he promised to give all the re.
lief he possibly could to the rexidents,
nnd Mr, Reed promised to mee that the
bridea was repaired se that the grade
woitld not be so steep that it was Im-

pasgsable, The matter was thus Teft
