THAT RAILROAD BILL,

The provision of the McAdoo rail-
rond bill limiting state taxes on rall-
roads while under government control
to the previous ratlo s sald to “meet
opposition at Albany.” Progressive
taxation of rallroads is n settled policy
of moet states, But If the roads them-
selves must remain content with the
three years' previous average of in-
come, cannot the states do as much?—
New York World,

It is not an argument against the
enactment of the rallroad bill to insist
that its every provision should be care-
fully studled as to its possible effects
other than those in the minds of Its
tramers and advocates. The rallroad
question is ‘one which vitally affects
the reévenue of all the other states as
well as New York. Disturbance of this
relation will involve radical readjust-

ments of the revenue system of every
state in the Unlon. If the roads are
taken over permanently, one of the
most productive sources of revenue for
the statrs will be lost, unless per-
chance tha government reverses Its
time-honored, pollcy and permlis-the
states to tax its ‘property. Even tem-
porary control is not free from inter-
ference with the states, as is shown
by the extract printed above,

We have heretofore had occaslon to
refer to this physe of the situation as
it affects Tennessea when we have
urged the election of the very best men
obtainable for governor and legislators,
We have insisted that some other
method than raising the tax rate be
adopted to relieve the financial condl-
tion of this state, even before the ad-
ministration rallread bill limited tax-
ation to the present rate. Now, wa
shall have no cholce in the matter if
the rallroad bill passes, which is as-
sured, for we cannot raise the rate on
other property and leave thpt on rail-
ronds At the present figure We had
just as well begin the preparation of
some mort of scheme for reducing ex-
penses and for hunting out sources of
revenue heretofore concealed.

There Is another featura which w

also have previously mentioned, An

that 1s that, whereas the révenue at
present being derlved from personal
property taxes is much below what it
ought to be, there 18 not much proba-
bility of its being materially increased,
matters not the method adopted. This
arises from the fact that much of the
personal property—the money, in fact
—hnas been invested In° non-iaxable
I, 8. bonds, and much more will be &0
invested. The state's revenue from
personal property will do mighty well
if it does not show a falling off over
previous years,

We mention these things here that
the people may be thinking about them,
and that those who are planning to en-
tap the state's government may be con-
slderjng ways of megting a situation
which is sure to confront them. As
we sos It, & radlcal retrenchment in
expenses or bankruptcy are alterna-
tives which we shall be forced to con-
sider, It would be & fine idea fo Invite
candidates’ attention to the problem
and ask them to propose a plan for
solution, =

THE EMBARGO'S EFFECTS,

Discussing effects of the American
embargo, the Loulsville Evening Post
sayn oditorially:

“January trade returns demonsirate
with mathematieal certainty the in-
cronsing eMclency of the American
embargo upon goods shipped to Cer-
many through neutral nations. In Jan-
uary, 1917, total exports from this
vcountry to Sweden aggregated $5,674,-
000; In the same month in 1018 the
totnl was $4,400, Holland took In Jan-
uary, 1917, goods worth $14,776.000
from America; the export to that
country in January of this year totals
only $405,000, Germany may be able
to get soma wheat and oll from Rus-
sin. but she will not be dble to get any
cotton from the United States through
Holland or eden,”

Some time ago, we called attentlon
lo the matter and declared that the
oMency of the embargo as a war
wenpon ought not much longer re-
maln in doubt. These fNgures demon-
strate that it has practically obliter-
ated the trade upon which It was sakd
that Germany was dopending to re-
cruit her supplios, But  whila 1he
blocknde has been tightened on  the
west, 1t hus been Broken on the eust,
Germany will still be unabla to obtaln
cotton, rubber, ete, but she will prob-
ably get some food from Rumania and
the Ukraine,

Our embargo on foods caused a de-
cldedly  unfriendly feeling at first
among some of the European noulrals,
but it ia hoped that a method has been
found for placating them on terms
mutually satisfuctory. The embargo
I8 a ¢ruel weapon at best, but that is
the Kind of enemy we are dealing with

PROFITEER AND SLACKER.

Xhe terms profiteer and slacker are
both of forelgn origin. -They were im-
ported Into this country from England
where their usagé had become quite
common before this couniry entered
the war, They are terms of reproach,
and that they are sometimes unjustly
applied goes without saying. They are
cruel words. No one likes to have
elther of them leveled at him. But that
there Is much occasion for thelr use
is also generally admitted. And the
former Is probably more often deserved
than the Ilstter. The ,Birmingham
Ledger mentions an instance of prof-
iteering brought to its attention by
Mayor Preston, of Jasper, Ala, who
has just returned from a trip to Wash-
JAngton, Baltimore and other eastern
cities, TIt. quotes Mayor Preston as
follows: - /

“The eastern sedtion of the country
is certainly & busy locality atthe pres-
ent time, and in ordinary busiuess
lines, especially where necessities are
involved, the man who has got some-
thing to sell s taking advantage of the
war to get the highegt price possible
from the consumer. At Washington
prices have jumped out of sight with
the crowd that has been added to the
population. For instance, my room at
a hotel cost me $10 per dny, and it was
the same room that used to bring not
more than $8. Profiteering on the war
seems to be the motto of the little
man, as well,as the big man"

The Washington hotel men doubtless
ohserve the hordes which flock to the
capital seeking opportunity to fatten
off of wome nort of government con-
tract, and think they also had as well
thrust in the sickle and reap a share
of the spoil. And in doing thig, they
are probably not over particular to
disoriminate between the profiteering
of others and legitimate business,

Profiteering 1s only another word for
selfishness, which never does look well
when disrobed. Its exorbitant exac-
tions are what has caused this and
other ¢ountries to enter upon the un-
scientific expedient of price-fixing, It
is really the underlying issus of the
War, .

“WAR HYSTERIAS

The Brownsville States-Graphic can
see nothing to be gained by a stale of
continual hysterin over the WAr,
Among other things, It recently de-
clared:

“Nothing can be more harmful to
the business life of the country than
for the people to give way to hysteria
over the war., There are enough dis-
turbing factora in the business silun-
tion growing out of the war problems,
without our adding to them unneces-
sarily, But this we do whenover we
permit thoughts of the war to obtrude
into business or cause us to vacillate
or hesiiate over drdinary business
problems,"

We believe the Slates-Graphie Is
right, The American people have a
serious probldm hefore them, and it
doesn't seem as if its solution will be
rendered any easler by losing their
heads. The situation is grave enough
at best without our making It any
worse. We can best meet it by keep-
Ing sober and lending our co-operation
in every way possible.

The States-Graphic sensibly declares
we mnay do the most good, If fArmers,
by producing just as large crops as
we can, and, Il engaged in other lines
of work, by doing our level best to
mnake good, and to make up for the
general shortage of workers, Let us
anticipate such unavoldable changes
s may come to us and adapt ourselves
to them as best we may.
