However many alrplanes we have
here or over thers, Yankdom has a fine
army of husky young Americans in
tralning for the job of walloping the
Toots from the alr.

One hundred and forty thousand of
them—count ‘em—140,000! .
That's the huge army that is going to
fly, or do the things that will help
others to fiy, !

And thonsends more on the waltiig
list, mching for a chance to learn
how to get into the clrcumambient at-
mosphere and shoot aad fight.

This aviation section of our army
consists today of over 9,000 officers,
over 120,000 enlisted men and some
9,000 cadels,

To school them the government has
organiged what amounts to a great
avintion university, with more than
sixty different schools—and there are
elghtecn flylng felds.

The flylng reeruit Is first sent to &
ground school where he is taught the
theory of flight and guunery, and stud-
jes the mechanism of engines, ma-
chine guns and equipmert, After about
elght weeks he goea to a preliminary
filying achool.

At the prelimmary flylng school the
recruit first gots his feet off the ground.
First, on & “penguin” or short-winged
machine which can only rise for short
hops, he gets the “feel” of fiying and
learns to stear. Next he has some two-
man fiying, in which he goea up with
an Instructor,

¥ollowing this, the recruit has a
course of solo work in which he files
alone. Before winning his rank as “'H.
M. A.,” or reserve military aviator, the
student must have ascended, alone, to
a helght of 10,000 feet and have flown
in a atrajightaway across country trip
for at least thirly miles,

This ®lomentary training requires
from six to elght weeks, It's four
months before he Ia ready to take up
the renl work of learning to become a
fghting avietor,

In this advanced tralning the filer
must learn the many tricks of aerial
gymnastics, e must learn the tall
apin, the side silp, the spiral éive, the
loop—all the diMcult and dangerous
flying foals necessary for his safety in
hattle. He Ands his new plane a heav-
{er, faster, more powerful plane, requir-
ing greator skill to handle. He must
lenrn to maneuver for observation
work, ta handle his plane in formation
fiving, maintaining his proper helght
and position.

Special
training hers 18 required not alone for
taking pictures from airplanes, but in
developing, printing and interpreting
them, Three photographic schools were
started last October, and huts have
beon maintained at each of the flying
fields, Within the last month, how-
ever, this work has beon centralized at
n groat school at Rochester, N, )
equipped ta turp out 1,000 men monthly.

COLLIER LOST WITH
ALL ON BOARD
dyolopl Has Been Missing Since

March 13 — Southerners in
List of Orew and Passengers.

Washington, April 15~THhe big
American oolller Cyclops, carrying
fifty-seven passengers, .fteen officers
and 3°' men in her crew, has been
overdus In an Atlantie port since
March 18. The navy department an-
nounced Sunday that she was last re-
ported at a West Indles port March 4,
and that extreme anxicty Is enter-
tuined as to her safety. The vessel was
bringing a cargo of manganese from
Brazil,

The Cyclops had one engins damaged
when she left the West Indies, but the
department sald this faot would not
have prevented her from communicat-
ing by radlo, and all efforts to reach
her by that means have been unsuc-
cesaful, A thorough search of the
course which she wounld have followed
in coming to port has beey made and
continues, It was announced.

Alfred L., Moreau Gotttachalk, United
States consul-general at Rio de Janelro,
was the only civillin among the pas-
gengers on the collier, the othera being
two naval leutenants and Afty-four
enlisted men returning to the Unlted
States, The Cyclops was commanded
by Lieut.-Commander G. W, Worley,
United States naval reserve *force.

Thera have been no reporta of Ger-
man submarines or raiders in the local-
ity in which the collier was, the de-
pirtment's statement sald, the weather
had not been stormy and conld hardly
have given the colller trouble,
