This is
due to the fact that, rightly or
wrongly, American public opinion
has begome convinced that Liloyd
GeorgeTepresents in Gréeat Britain
the same determination to win the
war that Clemenceau embodies in
Franee, and that the fall of Lloyd’
George now would be disadvan-
tageous to the allled cause,

It is well recognized in thés country

friend of the United Btates; that Sir
Bdward Grey, Lord Haldane and oth-
crs of the more conspicuous of his
supporters have been at all times
friendly to America and consid@ate of
American interesis, .
