Hamilton county bsing callod to
the stand. Tho witnesses for tho
morning wars L. M. Clark, for fivs
terms county court clerk, for
twelve years superintendent of the
workhouse, and for three years and
eleven months bookkeeper at the
county jail. W. P. Hays, for one
term sheriff and two terms county
court clerk, and Will H. Franer,
ex-chi- ef deputy under Sheriff Bush.
Other witnesses who testified were
Deputies Baker and Frank Day. It
is thought-tha- t the defense will
rest its case either Thursday
afternoon or Friday morning and
the state will then put on rebuttal
testimony.

'

U M. Clark stated that for three
vears he was bookeepcr at the county
jail under Sheriff Sam A. Conner, and
for eleven months under Sheriff Bush.
He explained the system of book-

keeping which was the same as other
officials, and explained that It was cus-

tomary to charge for a turnkey fee and
per diem when a prisoner was not
actually locked up or actually fed.

He testified that the Interpretation
of the law .was not that an actual
locking up and feeding prisoners, but
tho turnkey and per dlcm fees was for
the registering of prisoners. He said
that while he remembered no distinct
case, it had been the custom when
a prominent man was Indicted to tele-

phone him to come to the county Jail
and be registered and make bond, and
in these instances a turnkey and per
diem fee was charged.

How Hays Did.

W. P. Hays stated that he was sher-
iff for one term and county court clerk
for two terms. He was asked by T.

Pope Shepherd If he was not also a
member of the legislature one term, to
which witness replied, "yes. but I am

trying to hide tha,t." The witness tes-

tified that It was the custom when he
was sheriff to charge a prisoner turn-

key fee and, per diem whether he was
actually locked up or not. He further
stated that he did not understand the
law regarding Jail fees actually meant
the locking up of a prisoner, bjjt the
fees were allowed for registering of the
prisoners. He said that he had charged
fees where a prisoner had not eaten a

meal, but had made bond before he
remained In Jail any length of time.
He said that it was always the custom
to charge every prisoner arrested on
a mittimus or capias Jail fees.

Mr. Hays further stated that he
charged a prisoner turnkey and board
fee for every time he was arrested,
whether the arrests grew out of the
same charge or not. "For Instance,
he said, "if a man was arrested and
placed In Jail and made bond I charged
$2 40 and then when he was tried in

the criminal court and convicted and
sent back I charged the usual $2 turn-

key fee and 40 cents a day for every
day or part of day he was In Jail."

Deputy Sheriff Frank Day was next
called to the stand and stated that he

Thursday, in Chattanooga, while T.

were battling for the sheriff's
vindication on charges contained in
the ' second ouster suit, at
Jackson, where the supreme court
is sitting, W. T. Murray, counsel
for Sheriff Bush, was resisting the
immediate hearing of the charges
in the first suit, which has been
appealed to that court. Never be-

fore in the history of the ouster
law have there been two ouster
suits in progress at the same time
against the same offioial, and Sher-
iff Bush's record in office will be
notable, among other things, on
this account.
It will be remembered that the first

suit '
against the sheriff churged him

with neglect of duty during the textile
and Btrect car strikes of last summer
and fall. The case. was heard bctore
Chancellor W. B. Garvin and won by
the sheriff. An appeal was taken and
Thursday a petition has been Hied by
the state at Jackson to have the caso
heard In that city at an immediate
date. The state's counsel contend that
if the session of the court at Knoxvlllo
Is awaited the sheriff will have gone
out of office, he having only three
months more to serve. The defense is
opposing this move on the grounds
that they are busily engaged In the
trial of the second suit and have not
had the proper time to prepare a de-

fense at Jackson. The defense, In their
nnswer to the second suit, attacked its
legality on the grounds that it Is con-

trary to the law In ouster cases to en-
ter a second suit while there Is one
pending. However, the chancellor will
pass on this at the end of the hearing
of the case.

Thursday at Jackson only the peti
tion drawn by the state's lnwyers was
presented, while W. T. Murray, for
the defense, argued the case before
the high tribunal.

They also brought out that it would
open up a more dlroct route from I he
eastern Section to the south going to
Florida. As explained by another
member of the committee, It will offer
two roads for the travelers to come to
tho south by. one the present Dixie
hlghway'on the west and the new ad-

dition on the east.
New Route.

Tn presenting the advantages for the
new route, which goes from Knoxvlllo
through Newport, Hot Springs.
