AT MONTE SPINONCIA POST

Enemy Attacks West Brenta
River Broken Up Jtalian

Positions Extended.

(International News Service.)
Rome, May 22. The destruction of

nine Austro-Germa- n aeroplanes on the
Italian front is announced by the Ital-
ian war office. Eight of them were
brought down by Italian and British
airmen. The ninth was shot down in
flames by anti-aircra- ft cannon.

Fifty-thra- e Prisoners Taken.
(Associated Press.)

. Rome, May 21. (Delayed.) Italian
troops in the mountains west of the
Brenta have broken up enemy attacks,
'especially on the southern slopes of
Sasso Rosso. On Monte Spinoncia,
west of the. Piave, says the official
statement from the war office today,
an Austrian position was destroyed
and fifty-thre- e prisoners captured. The
statement reads:

"On Sunday night an enemy storm-
ing party attempted a surprise attack
in the region of Sotto Castello and was
repulsed. Another twice-repeat- at-
tack on the southern slopes of Sasso
Rosso led to lively local fighting, in
which the enemy was defeated and
forced to return to his own lines.

"On Monte Spinoncia one of our par-
ties, supported by artillery, success-
fully carried out a surprise attack on
enemy forefield positions. The enemy
party and its support were almost de-

stroyed and fifty-thr- prisoners were
taXin. Our positions at Capo Sile
have been extended. Nine enemy air-
planes were brought down."

Positions Extended.
(International News Service.)

. Rome. May 22. "We have extended
our positions at Caposile (on the lower
Piave)," says an official announcement
of the Italian war office. 'There has
been increasing artillery actvlty. We
carried out a coup de main against the
enemy fortifications on Monte Spinon-
cia, almost destroying the garrison and
:lts reinforcements of two officers and
fifty-tw- o men. .

"An enemy attack in the sector of
Sotto Castello-Sass- o Rosso was re-

pulsed. We delivered a thrust and
made some prisoners in the direction
of Fener."

Cut Off From Western Allies,
Rumania is Forced

(By Milton Bronner.)
Washington. The most tragic fig-

ure in the present world war is the
beautiful Queen Marie, of Rumania.

Belgium has been trodden under
ttie heel of tw Hun but TVlgluns still
have an army. Serbia,. as a country,
has been crushed, but 'Serbians have
an army at balonica.

But Rumania, cut off from her
western allies and betrayed by the
bolsheviki, has been forced into the
most humiliating peace la history.Part of her territory has been
handed over to Bulgaria. Her control
of the Danube is taken away and that
stream is now virtually German-Austria- n.

Her oil wells are in German
hands. Her grain crops are practical-
ly pledged to the kaiser. Germans sit
In at crown council meetings. The
very tenure of King Ferdinand and
Queen Marie is upon German suffer-
ance.

These savage terms are due to two
things first because King Ferdinand
is a Hohenzollern, who went againstthe kaiserlst gang; and second, be-
cause Queen Marie is largely of En
glish education, sympathies and affil-
iations. The kaiser knows she is ir.
reconcllably opposed to him.

Early last year before Rumania
sent an official mission here. Lois
Fuller, once upon a time or i of the
world's greatest dancers, came to
New York as an unclclal ambas
sadress from Queen Marie to the
American people.

She sought medical supplies and
food for the Rumanians. Mme. Fuller
enjoyed the intimate friendship of the
queen who wrote her many letters in
which she poured out her feelingswithout reserve.

Written with an quill
pen, in large round firm characters,
they are among the most wonderful
documents of the war. They are the
appeal of anguished woman to woman
friend for consolation and sympathy.At the urgent request of W. F.
Bullock, of the London Dally Mall,
and myself, to whom she read some
of them. Miss Fuller cabled to the
queen for permission to publish them
in our papers. No replv was ever re-
ceived. Either the Germans inter-
fered with delivery of the message
through their agents In Russia, or else
the queen feared their effectr upon
Germany's rulers.

In those marvelous epistles
'

you
get the whole story of Rumania's
tragedy. In the early ones there is
the note of triumph when Rumanian
troops penetrated Hungarian terri-
tory.

Then comes the tale of the defeats,
the retreats, the giving up of Bucha-
rest, the sad scenes on the roads
which were choked with fleeing peo-
ple carrying all their possessions.

DECKS CLEARED FOR

FIGHT TO A FINISH

Adoption of Chamberlain Reso
lution Would Mean Lack Con-

fidence in Administration.

(International News Service.)
Washington, May 22. With all com

promise rejected, the senate today
cleared the decks for a finish fight on
the Chamberlain investigating resolu
tion, the adoption of which, President
Wilson declared, would be a vote of
want of confidence in the administra-
tion.

That the vote would be close was
admitted by both sides. Each faction,
however, was claiming victory by sev-
eral votes. Half a dozen or more dem-
ocrat senators were reported "oft the
reservation," while four or five repub-
lican senators were counted upon to
vote with the administration forces.

Although many senators declined to
Join in the president's view that the
resolution presented an issue of want
of confidence In the conduct of the
war, it was generally agreed that the
question would settle the policy of
congressional investigation into phases
of war work.

Senator Chamberlain, of Oregon,
chairman of the military affairs' com
mittee, who Introduced the resolution
declared that he would regard defeat
of the resolution as the equivalent of
definite. Instruction from the senate to
discontinue inquiries into the aircraft
situation, ordnance production, the
quartermaster's corps and other war
work. Whether the entire military
committee would share this view was
not certain.

Both sides were doing little adver
tising of their plans today. Senator
McKe-llar- . of Tennessee, under notice
given Monday, expected to take the
floor early and move to take tip the
resolution. Administration lcnalors de-
clined to say whether they would con-
test this motion. A rollcall on such a
motion, It was pointed out, would fur-
nish an Immediate test of strength.

A larger number of senators were on
hand for the fight than have been In
attendance for many weeks. Telegrams
summoning all absentees to Washing-
ton were sent out that both sides
might muster their full strength.

One of the most heated debates of
the session was anticipated. Adminis-
tration leaders had speakers selected
to assail the practice of congressional
Investigating, while members of the

YOUNG MEN MUST

PROTECT THEMSELVES

If They Are to Be Absent From

County on June 5 They Must

Register Before That Date.

(International News Service.)

Washington, May 12. '"Young men
due. to register for the draft on June
5 'Who may be away from home on
that date must protect themselves by
arranging for registration before that
date in order that their local board
may have their cards on June 6."

This warning was Issued by Provost
Marshal-ticner- Crowder today. Any
local board Is authorized to record tho
entries of persons absent from the Ju-

risdiction of their horn boards, the
statement says, and to certify to their
registration cards.

"If you do not know the designation
and address of your home local board,"
the statement adds, "address the card
to the mayor of your home town, in
case It Is a city of 80,000 population
or over, or to the clerk of your county
trnrlsh or oftlcial unit in case your
home Is not a town of 30,000 or over."

ADVANCE IN CRUDE OIL
WILL NOT BE APPROVED

Government Has 8ent Warning to Oil
Producers of the Country.

Washington, May 22. Warning that
the government "will not at this time
view with spproval any further ad-
vance In the price of crude oil," has
been sent to oil producers by Mark
L. Requa. director of the fuel admin-
istration's oil division, through A. (
Bedford, of New York, chairman of
the petroleum war service committee.

Director Requa, In a' lettter to Mr.
Bedford, made public last night, said
he had been Informed that In some lo-

calities there Is a disposition by oil
producers to withhold production In
anticipation of Increased prices either
in the form of sn increase In the posted
price or the amount of the bonus, and
added:

"In many lines bidding up the price
will not produce a single additional
pound of material. Such price ad-
vances cannot be permitted by the
government If we are to eliminate
profiteering and maintain fair and rea-
sonable prices.

"Will you therefore make It plain to
the producers of oil that the oil divi-
sion believes there la no Justification
for an advance In the price of crude
oil at this time and will expect the
Industry to with the oil di-

vision in an endeavor to maintain ex-

isting prices as maximum prices."

Dublin, Tuesday. May II. An sppeal

to all those of Irish blood in the United
States to support the nationalist party
as "the one party in Ireland which is
flghtlngr for Irish liberty without be-

traying the cause of liberty in other
lands" was made today by John Dil-

lon, the nationalist ieader, in an inter-
view wim the Associated Press corre-
spondent. Mr. Dillon, in this inter-
view, denounced the policy of the Sinn
Fein, while arraigning the methods
which the British government has pur-
sued in dealing with the Irish ques-
tion. After calling attention to the
Importance of the American public be-

ing fully informed of the Irish situa-
tion at the present time, Mr. Dillon
said:

Dillon's Statement.
"The Irish party, at a special meet

ing held on Thursday of last week, Is-

sued a statement, from which the fol-

lowing is an extract:
" 'All the macninery or propaganda

controlled by the British government
has been set in motion to blacken the
name of Ireland in America and to
prejudice the American people and the
American government n gainst the Irish
nation. We feel It our duty as the
elected representatives of the Irish na
tion to appeal most earnestly to tne
people of America and the American
government not to be deceived by these
propagandist misrepresentations, hut
to listen to tne statement or Ireland s
case coming from Irishmen In sympa-th- y

with the national aspiration of the
people of Ireland and qualified to speak
on behalf of the Irish na.lon.'

"At the time the above statement
was issued none of us had the slight-
est information of the tended coup of
the government, but Justification for
our warning came wnn dramatic
rapidity.

'It Is difficult to understand wby the
government took action at this partic
ular moment and . why. In Iiord
French's proclamation, the alleged
Oerman plot should be mixed tip with
conscription, unless on the assumption
that the main purpose In rnlnd of the
government Just now is to poison
American opinion against the Irish na
tion.

Serious Charge.
"The charge made In lird French's

proclamation against the Sinn Fein
prisoners Is an extremely serious one,
and the method adopted by the gov
ernment Is, so far as I know, unprere.
dented In British history. They have
arrested and deported these men to
Kngland without any definite charge
being made In legal form against them
and without any statement as fo
whether It is Intended to bring them
to trial or not. Meanwhile Irelnnd
waits for prooof of the alleged n,

plot.
For the Inst three years tbe British

government and Sir Kdward Carson
have done the work of Germany In
Ireland more effectively than any other
agencies that I know of. Three years
ago Ireland was In the war with as
much enthusiasm as any of the allied
nations nd had sent to the front a
full proportion of her people as com-
pared with Great Britain or the do
minions of the crown, and Irish sol-dle- rs

had been In tho van of the bat-ti- e

and the posts of danger on every
one of the allies' fronts.

Amounted to Malignity.
"All that hns been changed by what

Mr. Uoyd George himself was obliged
to describe when minister of wsr ss
'stupidity smountlng to malignity" on
the part of the war office and the gov-
ernment.

"Now, I admit that the situation In
Ireland is gloomy in the extreme. My
attention has been directed to state-
ments that I and the Irish party of
which I am leader hsve adopted Sinn
Fein methods snd have Joined the
Sinn Fein party. These statements
are utterly unfounded and false. So
far from that being the case I am more
than ever convinced that the policy of
the Sinn Fein Is wrong and foolish ami
bound to end in disaster."
