beloved boys to war had pulled out of
the station, then there being no longer
need of restraint gave way and wept
bitterly.

With few exceptions the boys re-

strained their feelings, but occasionally
as one passed along the length of the
train there could be seen a tear-stain-

face, but as a whole It was a cheerful
and patriotic bunch of fellows. There
were In the number boys from all
walks of life, regardless of social or
financial standing, the rich and the
poor were represented alike.

Men who were born and reared here,
some who are leaving home for per-

haps the first time In their lives, men
from soma of the leading families in
the city, together with men Who had
known nothing but honest labor all
their lives, yet all true and noblo
American citizens, were included tn the
bunch. '

Second Largest Group.
This was the second largest group of

selectmen from Chattanooga to be sent
to camp at any time since the draft
law became operative.. They were all
residents of Chattanooga, being regis-
tered In the two city divisions of tha
local exemption board, exclusive of the
county divisions.

The two county boards will send
their quota under the last call one day
next week.

Patrlotio Address.
Earlier In the ' afternoon tha 110

men from city board No. 1 met In the
K. of P. hall and were received Into
service by Foster V. Brown, chairman
of the board, who also made the boys
a ringing patrlotio address, In which
he expressed no doubt that they would
when once on the battlefield do their
whole duty aa brave, patriotic men,
fighting for a righteous and Just cause.
He said he had never had a doubt but
the boys would hold the lino on the
battlefield. His only concern was would
the people who were left at home do
their duty and hold the line on this
side.

He advised the boys to live pure,
dean lives, and said when they came
back wearing crowns of victory, which
he had never yet doubted they
would dp, that this country and this
natron would be theirs. He said he
knew the boys would come back bet-
ter men, with an abiding faith in a su-

preme ruler.
He said the men down In the

trenches got a nobler Insight of the
presence of the divine words, and he
was sure when these boys come home
they would come as better men and
better Christians.

The roll was called by J, B. Clark,
of the board, who also announced that
the board had selected the following
officers of the squad to serve until
they reached camp: Captain, Jacob M.

Alper; lieutenants, W. A. Johnson,
Harry E. Peck, H. M. Love tnd Harry
Lupton. These officers were specially
charged to look after the comfort and
welfare of the men until they reached
Camp Thomas, where they were to re-

port to the commanding officer.
Gen. AVhitaker had several days ago

sworn his fifty men Into the service,
and so Friday's entralnment so far as
this bunch was concerned was accom-
plished without any formality further
than Joining the contingent of board
No.. 1 and marching to the station.

AVhen the train finally pulled out of
the station the great throng present
sent up a cheer that resounded

'
throughout the large station and above
all could be heard the peculiar notes
of the rebel yell which Dr. Y. L.
Abernathy gave the boys as a final
farewell. The doctor was especially in-

terested in the departure, because one
of his sons. Julius Abernathy, was a
member of the quota from board No. I.

At the depot the men were ordered
to go at once to their cars. A com-
mittee of ladies headed by Mrs. J. T.
Lupton handed each man a pack of
cigarettes as he climbed on the train;
Another committee headed by Mrs.
Frank Miller gave each of them a
postcard already stamped and ready to
be mailed back.

Both boards ordered box lunches
provided for their men, and these were
handed to the men by the squad cap-
tains and their lieutenants.

Abernathy, a veteran of the con-
federate army, stepped forth from the
throng that had gathered to give the
boys a Godspeed and farewell, and in
a courtly manner Capt. Baker said to
Mrs. Montague, the flagbearer:

"I am a G. A. R. man and my com-

panion here, Dr. Abernathy Is a con-
federate veteran, and wo ask the privi-
lege and honor of acting as an escort to
you, madam, bearer of our country's
flag."

Their services were graciously ac-

cepted and the march to the station
started, with the cheers of the gath-
ered multitude on the sidewalks.

The selective draftmen came from
the rolls of city boards Nos. X and 2
110 from board 1 and 60 from board 2,
and the members of these two boards
marched at the head of their respec-
tive squads.

Behind these women marched the
members of city exemption board No.
1, Foster V. Brown, chairman, Dr. F.
B. Stapp and J. B. Clark, followed by
their X10 selectmen marching by twos.

Marching forty paces behind the
rear guard of tity board No. X came
the representatives of city board No. 2,
fifty strong. The board members, Gen,
M. N. AVhitaker, chairman, W. L, Wer-gl- n

and Dr. J. B. McGhee, marched at
the head of their men.

Two mounted policemen led the
squadron and the sidewalks all the
way out to the Terminal station were
thronged with people and the soldier
boys were greeted all along the way
with cheers and applause.

At the station a great throng had
gathered to greet the boys and speaka word of cheer and give them a part-
ing blessing.

Final parting.
After the men had entrained the

pates of the station shed were thrown
open and thousands of men and women
thronged around the train for a final
word of goodbye.
