Washington, June 22. The

steadily increasing participa-
tion of American troops in the
fighting In France was sharply
marked in today's army cas-

ualty list. Of the 153 men
named, fifty-thre- e, including
three officers, were killed in
action, the heaviest death roll
from the battlefield yet made
public.

Probably no particular action
is responsible for the number
of killed, but it is an accumula-
tion from the five or six sec.
tlons of the front where Amer-
icans are fighting and from pa-

trol actions, as well as from
larger operations like the attack
yesterday near Chateau-Thie- r

resistance of our neroio troops.
"The struggle on the Carso plateau

and on the Montello increased to espe-
cial violence. Field Marshal Zegiger s
divisions in their hastily constructed
trenches destroyed waves of the en-e-

storming troops. Everywhere our
soldiers stood their ground in the
hand-to-han- d fighting.

"On a front of twelve kilometers the
enemy concentrated thrusting troops
amounting to eieht regiments In order
to shake the wall formed by our brave
men. The tremendous, consumption of
their power forced the Italians to
throw reserves after reserves into the
battle. Apart from their sanguinary
losses the number of prisoners also
increases daily. Thirty-tw- o hundred
prisoners were captured on the last
fighting dav but one on the Montello
alone. Of these 2,000 were taken by a
sinple Hungarian Infantry regiment.

"The Hungarian regiments, Austrian
reserves and Hungarian Honveds have
added a new and honorable page to
their glorious history as attackers as
well as defenders In hot engagements
which have continued day and night.

than on May 1. 1917.

DID GERMANY

CONCEAL POPULATION?

(Washington Dispatch to New York
Sun.)

For the twenty years preceding the
outbreak of the present war the Im-

perial German government, through
studied and systematic falsification of

the vital statistics prepared under the
direction of the national census de-

partment, had prepared the publis
minds of all Europe to meet the man-

power In war natural to expect from a
nation of 68.000,000 persons.

In reality the growth of the German

Empire in population had been to a
point 22,000,000 greater than this, and
when the war broke over Europe in
1914 the actual population of Germany
was 90,000,000.

These facts were communicated to-

day to Chairman Hitchcock of the
senate foreign relations committee by
Dr. C. D. Usher, of Auburndale, Mass.,
formerly actively engaged in the study
of political and commercial conditions
In the trans-Caucasi- region and for
many years a resident of Germany and
other Central European countries.

Dr. Usher gave as his authority for
the astounding statement of Germany's
concealed man power no less a per-

sonage than Field Marshal von
During the summer of 1913,

Dr. Usher's daughters had been guests
in the home of the then retired German
general. They were intimate chums
with the daughters of the present Field
Marshal.

Wilson, on the ourth of July, is to be
solemnly declared to be a citizen of
Florence. This decision was arrived at
today by the mayor and municipality of
Florence and the Florentine senators
and deputies. It has also been decided
to hold a great p.irade over the main
thoroughfares of the city.
