Howard Peck, veteran traffic officer
of the local police department, who for
nine years has been stationed at Ninth
and Market streets, is no longer a
member of the blue-coate- d squad. He

resigned Saturday afternoon to take
up an entirely new line of work in this
city. He will be associated with B. D.
Hasklns in the claim department of the
Chattanooga Railway and Light com-

pany at a much larger salary than he
received on the police force. "Button"
Haaklns has full charge of the claim
end of the railway company's system.
He was at the head of the claim de-

partment of the Nashville, Chatta-
nooga & St. Louis railroad for eighteen
years and has reorganized this particu
lar department of the railway and light
company.

There is probably no police officer In
the entire south who is better known
than Howard Peck. Chattanoogans
who have traveled extensively
throughout th country and who have
visited the various cities of the land
have been asked about the big traffic
officer, which Indlcntes that the south
is not the only place where he is
known.

His familiar figure will be missed at
Ninth and Market, as will be the
cheerful smile with which he greeted
pedestrians. Through sun and rain,
through summer's heat and winter's
cold, he has stuck faithfully to his post
in the center of the busy street and
has not been off a single day, except
for annual vacations or on account of
Illness.

Howard Peck came to Chattanooga
from St. Ixiuis, where for three years
he did his bit as a police officer.

Shortly after he came here and
donned a police uniform he suggested

Several yenrs ago Mr. Peck wss
awarded a gold medal by the board of
aldermen for stopping a wild, runaway
team at Ninth and Market and saving
a number of pedestrians from death
and serious injury. He wag dragged
several feet before he succeeded In
checking the frightened team. Espe-
cially will Officer Peck be missed by
the business people on Market street
whom be served so long and so faith-
fully. His place will be hard to fill.
