The Despised Victorians,
(New York Evening Fost.)

Who but a Victorlan—enrly, middle,
or Inte—would dare nt this time of day
to dofend the Victorlans? It was liko
that impenitent sinpner. Mr. Asquith, to
cunay the task. The subject of a re-
cent  ledture of his at Oxford was
“Some Aspects of the Victorian Age.”
It was & Romanes lecture—the name
itnelt & reminder. of the ridieulous dab-
bling In sclence, and tha alsurd be-
lief In human perfectibility, prevalent

About her and her banal period, our
free and young geniuses have been set-
ting us right for severnl years past,
With them, “mid-Victorian” is about
the most deadly form of Insult that
cun be hurled. They have rung scorn-
ful changes on the mixture of pru-
rlency and puritanism which strangled
art and stifled the intellect fifty years
ago. It was after reading one of their
oracles that 0 weary oritie was heard
lo say: “Yes it is clear that the Vig-
torians didn’t know anything, and that
these now lights know everything—ex-
coept the Victorians™

Mr. Asquith was
that everyvthing he sald  would  only
deepen the contempt of the lterary
cub-lons of toduy for the barren and
perverss art and letters of the  hall
contury before they were born, Head-
dressed an andience of more than 3,000
In the Sheldoninn thenter. The shame-
lews creatiures applaunded him  contin-
ually. The cheering wus loudest at the
very beginning, Just atter the chancel-
lor of the university, who presided, had
sald: “1 should like to make one thor-
oughly frrelevant remark, nnd it is that
umong the aspecta of the Vietorian age
thers w mone which this  university
and, I believe, every seotlon of the pub-
lie, regard with so much abhorrence
and disgust as the gross and gratui-
tous defamution of the character of
our public men.,” This wns an obvious
reference to the filthy slanders  with
which it was Iately mought to smear
Mr. Asquith, Lord Haldane, Earl Grey
and others. Being of manifestly Vie-
torian sympathies, the audience wns
sufficiently alert of mind to catch the
point and sufficlently decent in its In-
stincts to occlaim the sentiment.

Himself & product of late Victorian-
{sm, Mr. Asquith In his gwn person de-
molished ono of the favorite neo-myths
about the Victorians, What we mean
18 that he proceeded to show that he
was tolerant, and also that he was
able to mnke distinctions, Haven't we
heard a thousand times that the Vie-
torian #age wons narrow-minded in the
extrome, intolerant as a very part of
Its smugness? And, of course, it never
dit kpow bad art from good, and mixed
up Hterary values fatuously and exas-
perntingly, Yet in fact Mr. Asquith
displuyed an ability like Huxley's to
understand another's point of view, and
{o make adlowance for it} and went on
to discriminate between one Viclorian
and another very much as our youth-
ful Intelligentzin plcks ita dainty way
belween Chekoff and Andreieff.

In short, this unnbashed Victarian
lecturor on the Victorlans refused to
put any sort of precise label on the
age, He saw it as a period of infinitle
variety., If there was complacency,
there was also revolt, If there was #
stendy effort—sometimes o remorseless
effort—to nssure the commercinl and
finanelnl primacy of England, there
was alan the heginning of the humnano
movement in behalf of the xons and
daughters of  misfortune, If muny
Victorians were tempted to say that
they had much goods lald up for many
years, there were not wanting prophots
to require their soul of them. Ruskin,
Carlvle, Matthew Arnold were perilous
eompanions for n generation that
maorely wanted to wax fat—if any gen-
erition ever did.

At ane point, Mr. Asquith was posi-
tively eruel, He spoke of present nrt:
sth and writeps asx “post-Victorians.”
Dut, In fact, have they any other name
to go hy? They have not created an
age of thoelr own: they simply tag on
after the age which lheiv affect to de-
wpiso., It in as port-Vietorlans that
posterity will locate them—if, Indeed,
posterity 1s curlous to know just where
they come In,  Mr, Asquith’s hope, in
closing his lecture, wns that the post-
Victorlans might be able to mnke A
eontribution coriparable to that of the
Vietorlans to “the things that permn-
nently enrich and exalt mankind.” If
thi= wan not secretly malicious, It wns
the setting of a severe standnrd and a
hard task. For it would mean that
somehow our latter-day novellsts were
to get the ear of the entire English-
mneaking world ns Dickens and George
Ellot did: that the issue of a volume
of frea verse wns (o he an event to bhe
wiatched for as used to he the appear-
fanece of new poeme by Tennyson and
Browning. We can Imagine our con-
temporary writers going far, hut not
sa far na that. They do not lnck In
audaclty, hut their earrying power
seomn rather slight,
rendy to create nll thinga new, but the
ohdurate and tough old world Is not
plastic to their fingers, It {8 a sad
fate for them to contemplate, hut we
foar It Is the hest one that awalis
them, to have the niches where their
