NEWSPAPERS AGREE TO
EMBAR LABOR AGENTS

Will Not Accept Advertising Which Will
T kt Labor From Essential

Industries.
Washington, July 3. Newspaper pub-

lishers, at a conference here yesterday
with department of labor officials, agreed
to with the department's em-

ployment service In Its efforts to stabilise
labor conditions and prevent a large
turnover of labor. Further negotiations
between the department snd the publish
ers will be conductod through a commit
tee of the American Newspaper Publish-
ers' sssoclntlon sppolnted for the purpose.

The publishers were told that they
would be tecpiesled not to sccept sdver-tlsln- g

which results In one essential In-

dustry taking labor from another or un-
necessarily transporting men from one
lerritory to nnother. During the discus-
sion It was brought out that best re-

sults are obtained both for the news-
papers and industry hy using only a
standard form of advertising and limiting
the advertisements either to firms certi-
fied to the employment service or by em-

ployment agents licensed by the service.
Norman li. Mack, of the Buffalo Times,

said most valuable work toward prevent-
ing a turnover of labor can be done by
standardizing wages, and he was In-

formed that a committee now Is at work
on thnt problem.

Several speakers Insisted that the gov-
ernment could save money by using paid
advertisements In newspapers for recruit-
ing labor rather than by field agents and
other expensive methods.
