The
only way a Jewish woman could at-
tend the unlversity at Moscow was to
register as a prostitute,

Probably the war with Japan wae the
beginning of the downfall of the cfar's
autoeracy. Nicholas encournged his
subordinates in their policy of nggres-
sion In Manchurla. The war was a
fallure, The people surrounded the

Kremlin in 1305 to volce their griev- |

ances, and Nicholas' Cossacks shot
them down like dogs. The bureau-
cracy thought the people pacified. They
were to reap the crop of draogon's teeth
for this and other ruthiess acts in
March, 1917,

The czar's responsibility for the
gEreat war is a question which no doubt
will be disputed all through history,
It was a sort of triangle play with the
aged Franz Josef, the ambitious Kai-
ser Wilhelm and the weak Czur Nicho-
lan the principals, Two of these have
now gone to their final Judgment.
“Vengeance s mine, saith the Lord, |
will repay.” The czar, no doubt, was
Impelled with a feeling of humanity in
his proftered protection 1o Serhio.
Kinship to the Slavs of the DBalkans
had led to the Iussian policy ol as-
sistance, The asplration for Constan-
tinople, of course, was under the sur-
face, But the czar had recognized the
desirability of disarmament and arbi-
tration among European natlons. To
him was due the calling of the fArst
Hague conference. The autocrat thus
paid Tolstoy this unconscious tribute.

PARAMOUNT ISSUES.

From time to time we have en-
Aeavored to make clenr what we con-
slder the chief fasues Wvolved In the
election of & governor and a lagisla-
ture this year. These are retrench-
ment in tha expenses of malntaining
the state government and the measur-
nble equalization of the tax burden sno
ns more nearly to affect all citizens
and communities alike, These issues
are Kindred and should really be
treated as different phases of the same
problem. There &re other Insues—im-
portant ones, too—but just now those
mentioned take first rank. The state
Bovernment must be put on a war
basis,

Thut the burdens of government
should be so adjusted as to bear
equally on those wha carry them s
nn elemental principle of taxation. Tao
state It is to demenstrate it. Shifting
& portion or the whole of one's just
shire of the tax contribution to one's
nelghbor is in no way morally differ-
ent from transferring the support of
one’'s family in simllar manner. Yet
that |s substantially what Is going on
in Tennessee and has been for lo these
many years, That mathematically
exact Justice may not be possible un-
der human administration Is admitted,
but every energy should ba exerted
toward an approximation of that jdeal.

Tennessee's governemnt s costing
too much for the results obtained. In
other words, the state has more gov-
ernment than it can afford to pay for.
The hill must be reduced. There must
be a concentration and a condensation
of official functions and a sharp re-
duction of personnel and payroll.
Those who get support from the treds-
ury dre out of proportion to those who
support the treasury. The government
Is top-heavy. Merely trimming the
frills here and thera will not do. There
must be a sensible reduction of ex-
penditures, Voters should study the
platforma of candidates and demand
specific pledges along this line If they
oxpect rellef.

And right here there is danger of
deception. Several promises that the
state tax rats shall not be lncreased
have been made. Which is good as
far as it goes. But an increase of the
assessed valuation of property for tax-
ation would accomplish the same pur-
pose as & raise in the rate. The bur-
den would be made heavier accord
Ingly, It Is merely a question of
method. Property should be asscsscd
for taxation at its approximate selling
value and, under every consideration
of fair dealing, the system should be
equal and uniform. If the application
of these principles results in & material
increase of the aggregate valuation
there should be a corresponding de-
crenss of thx rate,

On the points enunciated above most
of the candidates are hazy, They are
all for reducing expenses, but not
many of them will tell ¥ou where and
how much, They all favor equalizing
the tnxes, whu-h they affect to believe

is a very simple matter, but none of
them tell you how they are going about

it. For aught you know this may
mean o wvert pronounced “equaliza-
tion” upward. One candidate declares

that he knows whers expenses may
be lopped off, but declines to tell you

untll after election. He llkewise spems
to think the tax rate might safely be
left for him to adfust, not only after
the election, but after the legislature
has adjourned, -

The question of taxation is now all
Important, whether considered from
the standpoint of rate or of valuation,
It makes little difference to the man
who does tha paying. The national
government s reaching out ita handas
and levying tribute to meet the glant
expenditures of the great war. Such
taxes must necessarily continue for a
long time after the war |Is over.
Neither the rich nor the poor can es-
cape them. They involve previously
unthought of economiea In our manner
of living, The sinte must conform.
Every possible consumer of an oficial
salary-—and they are numerous—
should be detnched from the payroll |
and placed among the producers,

The state is spending more money
that it collects, And its scurces of
revenue will probably be less prolific
in future instead of more plentiful.
The surplus capital of the state is be-
ing invested Im nontaxable bonds and
thrift stampa. No Increase of permon-
nlity assessment need be expected. Any
“equalizing” scheme which does not
contemplate a vigorous reduction of
expenses will mean an inoreass of
burden. Better discuss the matter
with your favorite candidate, If he
has only vague ideas on the subject
you would better elect somebody eclse.
It will be too late to make up for any
negligence along this lne after elec-
tion. Better attend to it now.
