With the publication of the
dadly lsts of casunlties among
America's forces oversens, the
Associated I'ress and other press
nsssocintions, in  co.operation
with the war and rmninm,g de-
partments, have put into effect a
new arrangement by which these
complete lista are delivered by’
mall to the papers of virtually
every city in the United States.

Since the American army In
France has grown to a force of
nearly n milllon and n half men,
taking an ever-greater and more
aggressive part In the task of
driving back the Germans,
transmission of the full honor
roll of dead, wounded and mies-
ing daily by telegraph to all the
newspapers has become almost
an Impossibility. For weeks the
pross  associntions  have heen
obliged to curtail the volume of
thelr news renorts in order to
dellver promptly thess lists, all

To meet thin situstion, the
postoMee depurtment, exorelsing
control of the telegruph systems,
has undertinkon the responsibil-
ity of telegraphing the  lists
neross the continent and of pro-
viding printed ceples to the
press  associations  simultane-
ously In  Washington, Chicago
and San Franclsco, From these
points *the associations mall to
the newspapers each day's list
bearing a date of publieation
poveral days later than the day
it is telegraphed, so all papers
may publish the same list on the
same day. Frovision has been
made for having half of the
names appear first in the morn-
ing pupors and half fiest In the
afternoon papers, but all papers
recelve the complete lists for
publication at the stated times,

Thix plan, of course, means
publication of the names a few
dayve later than If they were tel- ‘
egraphed  to the papers, but,
with direet telegraphing out of
the question, 1t furnishes n
moenns of nationwide distribution
which will place the lists before
the publie. long befors most of
the papers could recelve thom by
mall from Washington,

In announcing the innuguration
of the arrangement, the commit-
to¢ on publie Information ex-
plained that it will not affect the
war department's polley of notl.
fving by telegraph the families
of the men mentioned in the
lists, The committee's statement
sald:

"There will be no delny in the
private notifieation of the next
of kin of officers and men re.

In oxder that the plan of sim-
ultnneous  publication In  the
nowspapers may be carried out
fairly, and that the relatives of
soldlers whose names appear on
the list may be saved annoyance,
the war department has the
pledgg of the press nssociations ||
that mo use whatever will he
mnde of uny list hefore the day |
fixed for publication.
