Weo have watehed the Increasing
popularity of states' rights among re-

A few days ago, our California con-
temporary made a rather bhelnted dis-
goavery concerning  the  jncome tax
| amendment. This was to. the effect

that it invaded stotes’ rights In that (t
makes poseible the taxation of state
bonds and of lands, This it construed
to b the result of the authority given
to tax incomes “[rom whatever source
derived.”

Of course, others may not be nable
to follow the Chronlele in its nlce dis-
criminagtion, but that is its conclusion.
Taxing Incomes or profits is not neces-
parily tnxing properity. Bome property
produces no dncame, An income tax
upon farmers is no more a tax on the
land than s the same sort of tax upon
coal or lron or rallroad operators, The
atithority to levy an Income tux equita-
bly Is not destructive of states' rights,

Anather rather novel plea for states'
rights is involved in objections to the
migratory bird law, This operates to
proteet wild ducks which the Chronl-
cle declares are feeding upon Califor-
nian rice flields. It admits that rice
growers have the right to "shoo" the
ducks out of thelr crops, but It seems
to want the privilege of meeting them
at the state border and exterminating
them. .

Reverting to the tax proposition, It
is :1_(1"11!11311 that “the power to tax is
the power to destroy,” but it Is an in-
ovitiuble power. It is also the govern-
ment's power to preserve itself and its
Integrity. We shall have to trust the
people not to tax themselves to death,

Marshal Foch's
atrategy scems to adapt itself to the
same interpretation, There secms to
be no rest or halting of his prossure
against the German lines. The Amerl-
can forces are being nugmented all
the time, nnd if the impresalon should
become generally ditfused among the
allledd troops {hat tho war might be
ended this year, they would prove al-
most Irresistible.

the statutory laws, which are sup-
posed to be based on that inatrument.

This disregard for what should be
the stabllity and permanency of the
organic law has of late years prompted
many meémbers of congreas at nearly
every session of that body to Introduce
divers prapositions to.amend an in-
strument which should be held sacred
by all thinking people, regardiess of
:lhelr polities or thelr political aMmlia-

ons,

But the politican of ordinary call-
bre in this latter day imogines that he
