Berlin, via London, Sept. {—British
troops operating in the Lys salient yon-
terday worked thelr way forward as
far as the line of Wulverghem, Nieppe,
Bao-St. Maur, Laventre and Riche-
bough-8t. Vanst, according to the
stntement Issued by the German gen-
crnl stafn

On both sides of Noyon French
troops carried out strong attacks which |
were eapecially directed ngainst the
!high ground between Campagne and
Bulssy.

Betweon the Allette and Alsne rivers
the French, in cosoperation with Amer-
jeans and Itallans, launched renowed
attacks after the strongest fire prepie
mtion. They were repulsed In many
Instances after bitter hand-to-hand
fighting.

Whole Line Moved Up.

With the British Armies in France,
Sept. 4—(Noon.).—RBritish troops were
reported this morning to have tiaken
the town of Moeuvres, three and a hulf
miles southeast of Queant, but the
capture of the place was not confirmed,

The Germnans are in full filght In
the reglion of the Canal Du Nord and
pppear to be more than ever disorgan-
ized. A thousand more prisoners were
captured last night by Fleld Marshal
Hnig's forces,

Exploiting thelr successes of yestor-
day, the British today are establish-
ing posts on the western banks of the
Canal Du Nord. Attempta to croas the
canal have in every coso been met with
heavy machine gun fire and it in evi-
dent the enemy hiftends to stand here
as long as possible.

Reports from the north and south
indicate that virtually the whole of the
British front is being moved up, Lo-
cal attacks in the north are helping
tha Germans to decide to move faster,

In the Drocourt battle szone the
Inrltlnh have ococupled ground east of
Ilm‘h_\-en-;\rlall and are holding the
canal crossings northwest and south-
| enst of the town.

Civilians Overjoyed.

In NMumacourt. which has been cap-
tured and left behind by the advanc«
Ing Dritish, forty French civillans wera
found, They were overjoyed at thele

liberation.

Further south the British hold
Hermies, Demicouri, Mennncourt and
the ridge to the east and nlso Lechello,

Field Marshal Halg's forces have en-
tered Yires, southeast of Bapaume, and
northeast of I'eronne the enemy still is
reiroating.

The Tritish have reached Moislaing
and there has been fAghting in the
streaty of the village, Other Dritish
forces have started in a southeamterly
fdirection down the canal to meet an-
