"Tha Drost-Litovak pencs degpirived tha
Auntrian farmers of the labor of Russinn
prisoners, althongh early application was
made to the military nuthorities for sol-
flers to work In the fields, and nlso as
sarpenters, Dlackamitha and saddlers in
the provinees ravaged by Russian invad-
e, The Vienna waiters and clerks are
utterly lneapable of farm work.

“Where peasants own most of the land,
1 saw entire digtricta In whien the meagie
harvest lies rotting in the fslas beonuna
the unhappy owners have no horses or
oarts to carry It away. But the large-
Ianded proprietors are waoree off, for thay
ean get labor oanly In retuen for grain,
the laborars refusing money

‘“Healdes this, the rotting crops have
brovght nn unprecedonted plague of mice,
which the farmers are bravely trylng to
stamp out.,

“Ninoty per cent. of the farmers even
Inek granaries, for the government haa
not yet sent wood and workmen (o ra-
bulld those destroyved in the Russian in-
vaslon. Lanst spring came too early, and
the winter and spring sowings, with tho
elaver, all flowered together, Then fol-
lowed tartential raine. Combine this with
*he lack of labor, granaries anid machin-
ery and you have a falr pleture of the
dimanter,  Austria in utterly Incapable of
feeding hLer population, even to the ex-
tent of last year, while Hungary refuses
to help, saying she has only enough grain
for her own army and must import It
for her aiviiane, Even potatoes, although
they looked well, are beglnnlng to rob.

““The coming year promises to ba
fraught with horrers for the Austrian
people, unless the government finds meanx
to avert disaster—but we long since lost
bhope of actlon by the government.”
