The news of the Bulgarian develop

ments, Including the offer of an armi-

stice, the Copenhagen correspondent
states, waa from German official
sources.

London. Sept. 27. Premier Malinoff
of Bulgaria, has made an offer of an
urmlsttce to the allies, according to a
Berlin messugc transmitted by the

Telegraph correspondent at
Copenhagen. The message states that ,
the premier's offer was made without
the support of other members of the
cabinet or of King Ferdinand.

The Berlin message says that
offer has created great dissatis-

faction In Bulgaria, and that strong
military measures have been taken to
support the Bulgarian front.

According to statements freni Sofia
by way of Jassy, It Ib added, a counter
movement against tho action of tho
premier has already been set on foot.
(This would seem to Indicate that a
revolution, is In progress in Bulgaria.)

The Berlin message' Coftaaaagen
gives the first intimation of any move
made by Bulgaria to approacn ner ln

with concllatory proposals. The
niMa in its bare outlines would
seem to Indicate that the premier had
taken matters Into his own hands and
attempted to Initiate a peace move for
Bulgaria independent or tne oynasiy.

Amounts to Act of Revolt.
A move so made might ordinarily be

considered. In a broad way. to amount
to a revolutionary net and possibly
points to the execution of a coup d'etat
In Sofia.

The Indications In the news from
Bulgaria recently have been that the
country was In a somewhat disorgan-
ized state with widespread discontent
manifest, over the prolongation of the
war. In the further prosecution of
which the Bulgarian people were able
to see little advantage to them. There
can be no doubt that the successful
offensive of the allies now In progress
tn Macedonia has accentuated this
tendency. It is known that M. Malinoff.
who took the premiership in June Inst,
was friendly to the entente In the
early stages of the war. Before Bul-

garia's entrance, there had not bean
wanting predictions that he might in
some way seek to use his influence
toward extricating Bulgaria from the
unenviable position which she would
occupy In the event, of German defeat
In the war, which doubtless appears to
him to be impending.
