Tn ISIS the
pjant secured a contract for shells
from the Italian government. when
tie United States entered thn war con
tracts for shells were given to the OH
wr plant, which brought about great
expansion In Ita size. The plant haa
been working three shifts a day, seven
days a week, and has had an average
output or (00 shells a day.

T. Asbury Wright, attorney for Mr.
Oliver and the other defendants, last
night Issued a statement denying all
the charrcs aaralnst hla clients and
nuotlng Mr. Oliver aa stating the
charges were the reault of spite work
on account of labor troubles at the
plant.
