ALLIES WILL DEAL SOON
WITH CROWN PRINCE

Prussian Heir Does Not Want
to First Give Order to
Retreat.

French Headquarters In France, Oct.
f~(Reuter's.)=With the progress of
the allles along the front from the
Alsne to the Mouse, the Germans are
daily becoming more alarmed over thelr
situation In central Champagne be-
tween  Rhelms and  Moronvillers
helghts. All the shemy troopa which
have appeared in this battlefield be-
long to good divisions and have fought
with the utmost tenacity, The sole
exception to this rule was the Sixteenth
Bavarlan division, which wns with-
drawn after a single day's fighting.

None but first-class troops are of
any value between the Saippe river
and the Argonne, because the Germans
cannot abundon ground there without
the greatest risk, Allled foroes are
dally nearing the latteral rallway which
permits the enemy to move his re.
serves from point to point. During the
past two days the advance of the allles
has made the route from the Argonne
along the Aire valley useless except
by night. His next line of communlica-
tion is twelve miles to the north. In
this sector, however, the allies have to
deal with the German crown prince,
who does not desire to be the first
German commander to give the order
to retreat, Geon, Gouraud's army had,
and still has, the hardest task of all
the French armies. Innumerable feats
of Indivi-amal cournge are recorded.

Captured Whole Battery.

One French soldier with an auto-
matic rifle captured a complete Ger-
man fleld gun battery. He crept up
on the battery position by himself and
shot all the gunners. A lleutenant, a
sergeant and a private with automatic
rifies took a trench with 105 prisonera
by making the Germans believe they
had heen outfianked In force.

A tribute to the skill and courage of
an adversary was given in the last few
days by a mortally wounded German
officer. who exclaimed to a French offi-
cer: "You have fought magnificently.
You will be in my country by Christ-
mas., As a soldief] T congratulate you.”

AMERICANS IN ARGONNE
GAVE FOE BIG SURPRISE

TWENTY.TWO SHELLS PER
MINUTE BENT OVER,

U. 8. Tanks Aided Advance,
Bitter Opposition Put Up
by German Units,

With the American Army Northwest
of Verdun, Friday, Oct, 4,—(A, P)—
In the attack made yestorday east of
the Argonne forest, the corps' holding
the middle of the American line met
with moat determined resistance dur-
ing the day. The Americans advanced
behind a terrific barrage fire. This
bombardment of the enemy line began
at 5:30 o'clock. twenty-two shells fall-
ing each minute along the Cerman
lines. This was gradually incréased
to fifty per minute at 6:45 o'clock,

The American fire had hardly began
to slacken when the German batterles
began to spéak and the enemy ma-
chine guns commenced to Impede the
advance of the Amerleans, Neverthe-
fesn, the troopr on the center moved
steadily ahead, They fought thelr way
through Clerges, which  they  had
shared for several days with the en-
emy, and before noon had driven the
Germans out of Gesnes, .

In front of Romagne lles the strong-
est German line In this seotor, It Is
& long, Intricate trench system which
is bullt on o curving line so that each
end of It enfilddes any force that at-
tacks another portion. The American
troops on the left kept it in perfect
touch with the center and rapidly
cleaned up Exermont and Chehery and
captured Fleville. By noon they had
mopped up La Viergete and Le Menil
farm, as well an the Grange farm,
They had alse taken HIIl 240, This
ndvance had been just as rapid as that
of the troops far to the east, notwith-
stunding the fact that they went over
the top at 6:30 o'clock without any
arillery preparation and handed the
Germans n big surprise,

Just south of Chehery the general
advance was slowed up by a German
counter attack and American tanks
had to be sent for to drive the enemy

back.
Deliberately Fired Towns.

The Germans have deliberately set
fire to the villnges of Romagne, Gesnes,
Cornay, Dantheville, Chevierles, St
Juvin and Mareq. Shells from Amer-
lcan guns fell thick along the front
and ammunition dumps everywhere
were exploded when the shells reached
them.

Visibllity was very poor all day, and
American avintors were not ahle to
»ender much help to the artillery., The
men at the guns could not even see
the American advance at all pointa
during the morning. Ameriean and
Germnan machines consequently  flow
unusunlly low and suffered from antl-
alreraft flre,

On the center of the line fell the
hulk of the work. It was here that
the deepest advance of the day had
heen nlanned. On the right **- troops
operatine northward along the Mouse
met with hardly any reslstance nt first
and easlly pushed up to the outskicts
of Brirnllea. German artiller— on the
cast side of the river, howewver, soon
}nnn"md unp an enfilading fire which nat
only affected the extreme right of the
Amerviean lne but earrled far over to-
ward the center. Then the enemy ar-
tillery further west along  the line
opened up with a barrage through
which one Infantry regiment had to
storm hefore the Ameriean puns could
sllence the German batteries,

All of the nreas hack of the Amer-
fean lines were subjected to nn In.
tense bombardment bhefore the atfack
had been golng on vory long, After
erosging "no man's land™ and getting
into the enemy defenses, the American
Infantry was met with much gun fire
which was Intense nll along the line,
The fighting was so bitter everywhere
that the number of prisoners fell far
Lelow the total for the first dave of
the Inst two drives. Among those
hrought In were some belonging to
naval units, showing that reinforen-
ments had hurricdly been  thrown
|a|znlr|.f-t the Ameriean attack.

Tanka played n prominent part In the
battle. especinlly on the left of the line
near the Argonne forest, where the ad.
vance was quite rapld. These machines
werg able to get over the ground easily
beecause the mud has dried out con-
siderably. During the past davs the
co-operation of the tanks with the in-
fantry has heen perfect.

With the large number of Influenza
cases that Have beon reported from the
camp already, It has enused looal heaitn
nuthorities to tnke extra precautions In
the city of Chattanooga. Commissloner
H. D). Huffaker, of the department of
eduention and health, has made a re-
quest that all local phyasicians who have
influenza cases report them to the health
department at onck, just the same us
they have been reporting communicable
diseases. He urges that the physicians
attend to this matter at ones and to aiso
let the health department have a com-
plete record of all new cases that may
develop.
