FEED COMPANY MAKES
HUGE PROFITS, SAYS WINER

$176,000 Earnings in Seven-

teen Months Was
Forced Out.

In tho litigation pending in chancery
court between Henry Winer and the
Chnttanooga Feed company some In-

teresting figures were brought to" light
regarding the profits of the firm. Mr.
Winer claims that be was formerly a
member of the firm and that he was

pushed out after some Investments had
been made in cowpeas which turned out
unfortunately. He charges he was
forced from the firm before he had
time to recuperate these losses. The
bill states that from Aug. 1. 1916, to
Jan. 1, 191 S, the net earnings of the
business amounted to $176,000: that
the excess profits and income taxes
paid by the business and the Individ-

ual members composing it for the year
1917 amounted to $49,000. The In-

debtedness of the firm under the man-

agement of Mr. Winer has been re-

duced, he claims, approximately $80,000.
The bill relates further that there was
drawn from the business during the
six months Mr. Winer managed It, to-

gether with the payment of taxes and
improvements on real estate owned by
jther memtiers of the firm, approxi-
mately $180,000. The bill was filed In
chancery lnte Saturday afternoon and
is subject to the first rule day In No-

vember for hearing. The outcome of
this business, which despite the heavy
losses on cowpeas, seems to have been
most profitable, will be awaited with
Interest.
