That
night the uultan banqueted In the city;
and as he drank the head of the last of
the Caesars whs placed by hi order be-

tween the fore feet of the bronse horse
of th statue of Justinian, In th Au-

gustan square. The head of other cap-
tive were brought to the table Itself, and
placed In a row under hla eyes. When
all was over, he passed out Into the des-
olate halls of tlur palace, repeating, aa he
went, a couplet from the poet Flrdoual:
"The plder' web Is the royal curtain In

the palace of Caesar;
The owl I the sentinel on the watch-tow- er

of Afraslab."
In that story the history of the Otto-

man Turk i summed up. Wherever the
crescent has been hoisted the psly of
Ignorance and Idleness ha deicended on
the people, who have become hewer of
wood and drawers of water for a race to
whom the art of commerce are contempt-
ible, and whose only object in life ! to
gratify their sensual passions at the point
of the sword. What Knver Pasha and
Talaut Pasha have done to the Arme-
nian during the preeent war i only
what the Turkish pasha have been do-

ing, from one end of the Ottoman empire
to the other, for the last four centuries
and a half. The Armenian murder Is
only a bucket In an ocean of blood, the
hangman's rope of DJemal only a yard of
rope lhat could be stretched round the
world. The Ottoman found Mesopotamia
a garden, he nas made of it a
desert; he found on the eastern shores of
the Mediterranean the wharves, the ware-
houses and the markets of a world com-

merce; in the one city of Alexandria there
were 4,000 palaces, 4,000 baths, 400 thea-
ters and 12,000 shops for the sale of veg-
etables alone, and he made of it a city of
the dead.

Is It any wonder, then, that Mr.
demands not only that the Turk

should bo driven finally across the Bos-

phorus. but that all ability to repeat the
nameless horrors of the last four and a
half centuries should be taken out of his
hands? The evamhaasador of the United
States knows the Turk, and knows the ut-

ter hopelessness of permitting him to re-

form himself under his own government.
What Lord Cromer did In Egypt, how-

ever, he believes Sir Edmund Allenby
could do In Asia. Sir Edmund Allenby. he
Is of opinion, ha shown in his adminis-
tration of the conquered territory the
power to create another Egypt beyond
the canal. Therefore, Mr. Morgenthau's
proposal is that the man who has con-

quered and pacified the territory through
which he has marched should be entrust-
ed with the supreme task of making out
of the resldlum of the Otoman empire
which will bo left when Its obligations to
the Armenians and to the world have
been liquidated a great eastern state, ad-

ministered, for the good of humanity,
upon the Egyptian model. For certainly
the day has come when the spider's web
must no longer be allowed to grow from
the peaks of the Taurus to the walls of
Smyrna, or the owl to perch on the Gate-
way of the East.

ADMIT CLASS 1 MEN

Bars Let Down at Officers' Training
Camp for Such Civilians.

Class 1 registrants who registered
prior to Sept. 12 are now eligible for
any line training camp, according to a
telegram received Monday morning by
Lieut. Jackson, commandant at the Un-

iversity of Chattanooga, from the war
department. The new ruling will be
accepted as most welcome news to ci-

vilians who have for some time been
awaiting just such an opportunity to
attend some officers' training camp.
Heretofore, only applicants were eligi-
ble for training camps who were placed
in deferred classifications by their
draft board. Under the recent ruling,
civilians may attend any officers' train-
ing camp such as artillery, Infantry,
etc., and be eligible or a commission.

llagdud to those of Constantinople, o
from the snow crowns of the Taurus
to the passes of the Ualkans, century
ufier century, the conquering troops
of the sultans marched. Wherever
they found a garden they left u desert;

SUGGESTS LABOR RALLY

Employment Agent for Powder Plant
Here for Conference.

G. G. Thurman, of the employment
department of the Old Hickory powder
plant near Nashville, Is In the city
paying a visit to the local U. 8. Em-

ployment bureau. The purpose of the
visit, the labor agent said, was to
make clear to the burei u the needs
of the plant. Mr. Thurman said while
the labor shortage is not acute at the
big plant, an unlimited number of
men of all trades can be used. The
plant Is now about 65 per cent, com-

pleted, with a huge army of tradesmen
and builders of all branches to com-

plete the plant. The drive now Is

being mado for "O. D." men or men
for the operating departments. Ac-

cording to the agent this is an un-

paralleled opportunity for men to learn
a trade.

At the plant men are taught a trade
and while they are learning are paid
big wages. A call was made for wom-
en to do light work several days ago.
These, said Mr. Thurman, will be put
in the box factory or to feeding cut-

ting machines, the simples of work
which a child could do,
but if women can be secured the men
employed In these departments can be
released for more essential work.
Supt. M. It. Watts, of tho local bureau,
said only a very few women of this
city have responded to the appeal.

Mr. Thurman said the "flu" had not
been very bad at the plant and that
the epidemic had now just about
cleared up. People should stress the
importance of such vital war Indus-
tries more. They have war savings
and liberty bond raw ics but what good
are these securities unless guns and
powder are made? It was his opinion
that they should have employment
rallies.

"Peanut Mother I haven't had a let-

ter from you or any one elsa for neurit
thrfj weeks, but, although the letter
nrn then', you are, no doubt, anxious to
know Why I haven't received them, so I

am going lo tell you.
"You have no doubt read the account

of the 'battle of St. Mlhlel' in the home
papers, but I nm sending you the 'Stars
and Stripes," which gives a good descrlp
linn Of the battle incidents.

' We were right up In the line when
the battle stinted, and. when our bar-

rage (list opened up, at 1 o'clock In the
Manning, It was not only the fiercest, but
Die prettiest speetiicle I ever saw. The
Hashing streaks of light every now and
Hi. ii and the roaring of the guns were
loo much for the Germans. I was UncUl
the barrage at all times, and It gives a
man a feeling where he does not earn for
anything hut borne. Although you are
nervous, nervousness gives way to fear-I- t

ssness, and you don't cam what hap-
pens.

"Hut It was on Sunday night. Sept. 15,
that we were ordered back to take, up
new positions that were Just captured.
Our rompsnv had gone ahead earlier lo
the day, and I was left behind with mv
cooks to wait for darkness before 'going
up the line.' Our transports came, and,
after everything was in shape, we got
orders to be ready at 1 o'clock In the
morning to 't:n up the line.'

"We started out on time and were Just
going through a town when Trltzle" must
nays heard ns, lor he opened up On us
with gas shells. He was determined tO

keep us from going up, but we were more
determined than he. so, after putting on
our gas masks, wc started again. In the.
meantime, though, our batteries were giv-

ing him all that was coming to him. I
did not want to miss the opportunity of
giving the boys a good hot cup of coffee
the first thing in the morning, so we kept
on going until WO finally reached the town
that was captured by the Americans and
which our boys were holding.

"I might as well tell you that when the
Germans first opened fire on us three of
my cooks got lost, on account of going
ahead to pick a place for the kitchen,
while one cook and myself stayed with
the transport.

"Just as wo got In the town that we
were going to occupy, the Germans began
to gas us once again. I guess they were
mightily sore because the good old Amer-
icans were beating them on every side.
We were giving them an eye for an eye
and n tooth for a tooth, and then some.

"Not getting away from the story, one
of my men and myself were gassed, and
later we had to leave our company to DO

suit to the hospital, but not unMl wc

gave the bovs their hot cup of coffee.
"It Is now over two weeks since I have

been In the hospital, and, although I feel
somewhat better, I am not entirely well
vet, as I still have seveie pains and head-
aches. Hut they are going to send me
to a convalescent camp to rest up. But
don't he alarmed, as my condition I Im-

proving.
"I am at present In Vichy, one of the

most famous summer resorts in France,
and it certainly Is a beautiful city. It
was from here that I sent you some of its
views a few days ago, which I hope you
have received by now.

"And now the Ited Cross. They are
the people that certainly deserve all the
praise that Is given to them.
