Old Margin.Word was received Tuesday afternoon by W, ):. Wllkerson, from statefuel nriininistrator W. K. Mver stalingthat the coal dealers of Chattanoogawill not bo granted an Increase In the
present price of eoal. He says that a
larger margin to the dealers here would
be unjust to tho consumers. As a re-
sult, some of the lornl dealers have saidthat they cannot deliver coal at this
price and the people will therefore haveto come io the yards for the eoal. How-
