Nothing like it had ever been
presented.

It the same men, however, are retained
In control of the republican party in con-
gress as were there In 1910 and 1913, the
election of 1920 may show a reversal. If
the republican party takes ths Initiative
and abolishes seniority it will have ac-
complished a reform even mora Impor-
tant thanstho ending of cloture rule in the
senate. .

Domestio problems of reconstruction,
even in their natural relationship to for-
eign policy, were subordinated. The
votors of the country were unwilling to
believe the republican party would do
anything to obstruct the president either
in his conduct of the war or negotiation
of a joint peace.

The repudiation of Mr. Wilson's lead-

ership In the matter of suffrage showed
the country that the democratlo partywas not a unit behind Mr. Wilson, and
that helped to weaken the effeot of the
president's generous plea in behalf of
men who had not supported htm.

The democrats failed because of the
seniority rule and poor leadership In con-
gress. The republicans will fall for the
same reason, unless they elect chairmen
of committees and make those chairmen
responsible to the membership of the
party for their continuance in power.

Quiet Prevails In New York After a

Night of Frenzied Joy Over Peace

New York, Nov. 8. To-da- y was the
"morning after" in New York City. After
half a day and a night of frenzied Joy
over the erroneous report of the signing
of an armistice by Germany, unusual
quiet prevailed here y.

Revelers were trlokllng into their
homes through streets lltered with mo-
tions of scraps of paper and the rem-
nants of countless horns and other noiso-mnkl-

devices.
The clamor of bells, whistles, horns

and cheers which started at oneO'clock
yesterday afternoon, as hundreds of
thousands went delirious with joy, lasted
Io.'.b- - into the night.

The White Way saw the bimrast nlprht
in its history. All street vehicular trafftlc
was stopped on Broadway from Thirty-fourt- h

street to Fifty-nint- h street be-

cause the crowds were so dense that
nothing could break through.

Soldiers and sailors of many nation-
alities were showered with attentions by
everyone. Women kissed them. Men
lifted tho ban on nlcohollo refreshments
and supplied them extravagantly. The
temper of the greatest throng the city
ever turned loose changed as the night
wore on, and the news that the armis-
tice story was a deception was realized.
Most of the saloons In the city closed
their doors at 9:30, voluntarily, and extra
details of police were rushed to duty.

The demonstration was not without its
casualties. Two people were killed when
they were knocked into an automobile
and then before a street car. Many
others were injured and bruised.

riences on the western battle front,
Robert J. Collier, editor and publisher
of Collier's Weekly, dropped dead of
heart disease in his home here last
night. Ho was 42 years old.

Since last July Mr. Collier had been
at the front with the American armies
in France, writing articles and direct-
ing the work of bis correspondents. He
arrived In this country only a few
hours before his death.
