OF $100,000.

Will Be Erected as Memorial
to Chattanooga Boys Fight.
ing in World War.

The proposition to bulld an audl-
torium by hﬂpular pubsoription, sug-
gested by the Kiwanis elub ns g me-
morinl to the men from Chittanooga
and Hamliton county who fought in
the world war, assumes an oven more
tangible shape with the unanimous
indorsemeht of it by the city com-
missloners at thelr meeting yestoer-
day, The matter was brought up by
Mayor Littleton, who declared that
the city ofMicinls ought to show that
they are in favor of the project, now
that It has been taken up by the Ki-
wanis, Rotary and Chattanoogn Au-
tomobile clubs. 2

It was declded that “all funds and
property avallable" would be pliced
at the disposal of those actively in
charge of bullding the structure when
the proper tim comes, As it is thore
{s an insurance fund of $24,000 from
the old auditorium which is avniln-
ble, and also city property, including
the lot adjolning the municipal hutld-
ing and the Ninth street Jot. These
could either be mold and a new one
bought elsewhere er the auditorium
built on one, .

Mayor Littleton declared that 1in
his opinfon the entire amount could
be ralsed In one day by proper
methods, The cost Is estimated at
$300,000, of which the city eould fur-
nish about one-third, His plan would
establish booths at all the regular
voting places  throughout the city
and county and there take subscrip-
tlons for twelye hours, when, he
stated, the entire amount would be
ralned,
