"The Americans lighting on the Brit-

ish front advanced so rapidly to the
little River Belle that the headquarters
behind them had a sight of work ta do
in order to keep up.

"Even the well-stock- prisoners'
cage had difficulty In staying put. Pris-
oners sent back toward the end of the
nine-day- s attack, on arriving at the
cage, complained with some justice of
sore feet."

The Thirtieth division men were
among the Yanks participating in a bat-
tle fought In a dense fog when United
States tanks lunged across the Belle
and Americans, Uermans and tanks all
came together in a wild mix-u- p. Ex-
cerpts from the Stars and Stripes ac-
count read:

"A week ago yesterday morning,
when the darkness melted away Into a
heavy fog that hid even the opposite
bank of the narrow, breast-dee- p River
Belle, hid even the railroad bank par-
alleling the stream behind which German

machine-gunner- s waited, and hid
the bluff a kilometer away where the
Oermans for two days had been dlg- -

fring In, two American divisions that
days had fought their way

thirty-tw-o kilometers past the Hlnden-bur- g

line found themselves at the aero
hour of a new attack.

"In front of the doughboys a battal-
ion of tanks Americans at the steering
wheels and Americans at the guns
nosed into the drlssllng cloud and lum-
bered on toward the enemy. In the fog
they loomed large as locomotives, and
their motors reared and chugged with
a sound, interallied by the fog, terrify-
ing above all other battle noises. Guid-
ed by compass and Instinct, they lum-
bered on and on over the rough slopes,
while the artillery barrage, lifting and
rolling ahead on the time table,
searched out the German lines and con-
tributed terror of Its own.

"Then the Inevitable happened. In
the tog the tanks, the atacklng dough-
boys and the Germans became mixed
In one confused mass rushing back and
forth on the lower slopea All sense of
direction was lost. The flare of guns
lit the dense mist until the whole alope
seemed atlame. Almoxt by the law of
gravity prisoners began to filter to the
tdge of the river, to be gathered in by
the fresh oncoming waves of attackers.
The prisoners began to come even be-

fore the main Infantry attack was
launched.

"On tank, scorning to use a bridge
for such a stream, plunged into the Belle
at a ford near Bt. Martin Riviere, wal-
lowed across and started ahead. It
could be heard thundering on, its guns
rattling ceanelcttaly. Kngineers laying
down a bridge where the tank crossed
had Just started their work when theywere astonished by a dozen Germans
appearing, specter-lik- e, with their hands
held up. They shouted their' surrender
when the engineers dropped the planks
and grabbed for their rifles.

On Toward the Slope.
"The confusion of tho blind battle

ended with the clearing of the fog. and
the Americans pressed on toward the
slope. They kept oiv In splto of

Are which met them from
such strongholds at 1'Arlie tie Guise, a
knoll wooded and banked with redoubts.
