side or tho sea Is still necessary.
A conslilernblo proportion of those
forces must remain In Europe dur-
ing tho period of occupation, and
those whleh are brought home will
bo transported nnd demobilized nt
heavy expense for months to come.
Tho interest on our war debt must,
of course, be paid and provision tnude
for the retirement of tho obligationsof the government which representIt. Hut these demands will, of course,
fall much below what a continuation
of military operations would havo
entailed nnd $0,000,000,000 should suf-
fice to supply a sound foundation
for the fliinticlul operations of the
year.

Money Needed.'
"I entirely concur with the secre-

tary of the treasury In recommend-
ing that the two billions needed in
addition to tho four billions provided
by existing law be obtained from thp
profits which have accrued and shall
accruo from war contracts and dis-
tinctively war business, but that
these taxes be confined to the war
profits accruing in 1918 or In 1919
from business originating In war con
tracts. I urge your acceptance of
his leecmniendation that provision
be made now, not subsequently, that
tho taxes to be psid in 1920 should
re reduced lroni six to four billions.
Any arrangements less definite than
these would add elements of doubt
nnd confusion to tho critical period
of Industrial readjustment through
which the country must nny immedi-
ately pass nnd which no true frlendH
of the nations essential business in-
terests can afford to be responsible
for creating or prolonging. Clearly
determined conditions, clearly and
simply chartered, are indispensable
to the economic revival and rapid in-

dustrial development which may con-
fidently be expected if we act now
and sweep all Interrogation points
away.

Naval Program.
"I take lor granted that the con-

gress will carry out the naval pro-
gram which was undertaken before
wc entered the war. The secretary
of the navy has submitted to yoor
committees for authorization that
part of the program which covers
the building plans of the next three
years. These plans have been pre-
pared along the lines nnd In accord-
ance with the policy which the con-
gress established, not tinder the ex-

ceptional conditions of the war but
with tha Intention of adhering to a
definite method of development for
tho navy. I earnestly recommend
the uninterrupted pursuit of that
policy. It would clearly be unwise

tor ua to attempt to adjust our pro-
grams to a future world policy as
yot undetermined.

Csusss Concern,
"The question which causes me

tho greatest concern Is the question
of the policy to be adopted towards
the railroads. I frankly turn to you
for counsel upon It. I have no con
fldent Judgment of my own, I do no
see how any thoughtful man cm
have, who knows of anything of tli
complexity of the problem, It in I

problem which must bo studied
Immediately, and studied without
bias or prejudices. Nothing can hi
gained by becoming partisans of any
particular plan of settlement,

"It was necessary that the adminis-
tration of tho railways should bo
taken over by the government o

long as the war lasted. It would
have been Impossible otherwise to

; establish ond carry through under a
I single direction tne necessary prlor-- i
itlcs of shipment.

"It would huvo been Impossible'
otherwise to combine maximum pro-
duction nt the factories, mines and
farms, with tho maximum inisslblo
car supply to take the products to
tho ports and ma ikct h ; impossible to
route troop shipments and freight
shipments without regard to the

or disadvantage of the roads
employed; lmposslbln to subordinate,

j when necessary, nil questions of con-
veniences to the public necessity;
impossible to give the necessary tl- -
mmcial support of the roads from
tho public treusury. Hut all these
necessities have now been served and
the question is, what is best for the
railroads and for the publlu in the
future?

Exceptional Methods.
"Kxceptlonnl circumstances and

exceptional methods of ndmlnlstru-tl- n

were not needed to convince us
tha. the railroads were not equul to
the Immense tasks of transportation
imposed upon them by the rapid nnd
continuous development of tho In-

dustries of tho country. Wo knew
that already. And wo knew that
they were unequal to It partly be-

cause thelf full was
rendered Imposslblo by law and their
competition made obligatory, so that
It hus been Imposslblo to assign to
them severally tho trnfllo which
could bo best carried by their re-

spective lines In the Interest of
and national economy.

End of War by Treaty.
"We may hope, I believe, for tho

formal conclusion of tho war by
treaty by the time spring hns come,
Tho twenty-on- e months to which the
present control of the railways Is
limited after formal proclamation of
peace shall have been made will run
at the farthest, I take it for granted,
only to tho January of 1921. The full
equipment of tho railways which the
federal administration had planned
could not be completed within any
such period. The present law does
not permit the use or tne revenues
of the several roads for tho execu-
tion of such plans excOi by formal
contract with their directors, some of
whom will consent, while some win
not, and therefore does not afford
sufficient authority to undertake
Improvements upon the scale upon
which it would be necessary to un-

dertake them. Every approach to
this difficult subject matter of deci-sio- n

brings us face to face, there-
fore, with this unanswered question:
'What is right that we should do with
the railroads In the Interest of the
public, and in fairness to their own-
ers?'

No Answer Ready.
''Let me say at once that I have

no answer ready. , The only thing
that is perfectly clear to me Is that
It is not fair either-t- o the publlo
or to the owners of the railroads to
leave the question unanswered, and
thut It will presently become my duty
to relinquish control of the roads,
even before the expiration of the
statutory period, unless tere should
appear some clear prospect In the
meantime of a legislative solution.
Their release would at least produce
one element of a solution, namely,
certainty an da quick stimulation of

private initiative. .

"I believe that it will be serviceable
for me to set forth as explicitly as
possible the alternative courses that
He open to our choice. We can
simply release the roads and go back
to the old conditions of private man
agement, unrestricted competition
and multiform regulation by both

state and federal authorities; or we
can go to the opposite extreme and
establish complete government con-

trol, accompanied. It necessary, by
actual government ownership, or wo
can adopt an Intermediate course of
modified private control, under a
more unified nnd ufllrmatlve public
regulation and under such alterations
of tho law as will permit wasteful
competition to bo avoided and a con- -
sldernble degree of unification ot ad- -
ministration to l.o effected; as. for
example, by reirionnl corporations
under which the railways of definable
areas would he In effect combined In
singlo systems.

Return of Railroads.
"The one conclusion thnt T am

ready to state with confidence istliHt
it would be a disservice uliko to the
country end to the owners of the
railroads to return to tho old condi-
tions unmodified. Those are condi-
tions of restrnlnt. without develop-
ment. There is nothing nfllrmntlve
or helpful about them. What thn
country chiefly needs' Is that nil Its
means of transportation should bo
doveloped, Its railways, Its water-
ways. Its highways and Its country-
side roads.

New Element of Policy,
"Some new element ot policy,

therefore Is absolutely necessary
necessary for the service of tho pub-
lic, necessary for tho release of credit
to those who are administering the
railways, necessary for tho protec
tion of their security holders. Tho
old policy may be changed much or
llttln. but surelv it ennnnt wisptv he
left as It was. I hope that the con- -
gress will have a complete und Im-

partial study of the whole problem
Instituted at once and prosecuted as
rapidly as possible. I stand ready
and anxious to releose the roads
from tho present control and I must
do so at a very early date, If by
waiting until the statutory limit of
tlitio is reached, I shall bo merely
prolonging tho period of doubt and
uncertainty, which is hurttul to ev-

ery interest concerned.

Scope of Agendas.
"Never before have there been

agencies In existence In thla country
which knew so much of the field of
supply, of labor and of Industry as
the war industries board, the war
trade board, the labor department,
tho food administration and the fuel
administration have known since
their labors becumo thoroughly sys
tematized; and they hav not been
iMuluted agencies; they have been
directed by men who represented tho
permanent departments or the gov-
ernment and so have been the cen-
ters of unified and au-tlo- n.

It has bceu the pulley of the
executive, therefore, since the armi-
stice was assured (which is In effect
a complete submission of the enemy)to put tho knowledge of these bodies
ut. the disposal of the business men
of the country, and to ofter their In-

telligent mediation at eviy pointnnd In every matter where it was
desired.

Peace Procsss.
"It Is surprising how fast the proc-

ess of return to a peace footing has
moved in tho three weeks Blnce the
fighting stopped. It promises to out-
run any inquiry that may be Insti-
tuted and any that may be offered.
It will not be enay to direct It anybetter than It will direct Itself, The
American business man is of oulck
initiative.
. "The ordinary and normal proc-
esses of private initiative will not,
nowcver, provide immediate employment lor all of the men of our re
turning armies. Those who are 0f
trained capacity, those who are
skilled workmen, thoao who have ac
quired fnmillarlty with established
businesses, those who are rejtriv and
willing to go to the farms, all those
wmHe apmoues are known will be
sought out by employers and will
find no difficulty, it Is nfn to uv.

Work ef Davalanmant.

It seems to mo Important, there-
fore, thut tho development of publicworks of every sort should be
promptly resumed In order that op-
portunities should be created for un-
skilled labor In partlculur and that
pluns should be made for such de-
velopments of our unused lands and
our natural resources as we have
hitherto lacked stimulation to under-
take.

Reclamation Plans.
"I particularly direct your atten-

tion to the very practical nlans which
tho secretary of the Interior has de-
veloped in his annual report and be-
fore your committees for the re-
clamation of arid, swamp and cut-ov- er

lumls which might. If the states
were willing and able to
redeem some SOU, 1)00,000 acres of land
for cultivation There are said to be
1500,000 or Jfuoo.000 acres of land
in the west at present arid, for
.whose reclamation water Is available,
If properly conserved. There are
about 230,000,000 acres from which
the lorc&ts bave been cut, but which
have never yet been cleared for the
plow and which liste wuste and
desolate. These lie scattered all over
the Union. And there are nearly
80,000,000 acres of land that lie un-
der swumps or are subject to period-
ical overflow or are too wet for any-
thing but grazing which It is per-
fectly feasible to drain and protect
and redeem. Congress can at onco
direct thousands of tho returning
soldiers to the reclamation of the
arid lunda, which it has already un-

dertaken, if it will but enlarge tho
plans and the appropriations which
it has entrusted to the department
of the interior. It is possible in deal-
ing with our unused land to effect a
gitat rural and agricultural depart-
ment which will afford the best sort
of opportunity to men who want to
help themselves; and tho secretary
of the interior has thought the pos-
sible methods out in a way which is
worthy of your most friendly atten
tion.

Priority of Service.
"I havo spoken o tho control which

must yet for a while, perhaps for a
long while, litf exercised over shlpplnp
because of the priority of service to
which our forces overseas are en-- ti

tide and which should also be ac
corded the shipments which are to
save recently liberated peoples from
starvation and many devastated
regions from permanent ruins. May

not say a speciul word about tho
needs of Belgium and northern
France? Shipments of money paid
by way of indemnity will not seiv
of themselves to save them from
hopeless disadvantage for years to
come. Something more must be none
than merely find the money. If they
had money and raw materials in
abundance tomorrow, they could not
resume their place in the industry of
the world tomorrow the very im-

portant place they held before tho
(lame o; war swept across them.
Many of their factories are razed to
tho ground. Much of tnelr machinery
Is destroyed or has been taken away.
Their people are scattered and many
of their best workmen are dead.
Their markets will be taken by
others, if they are not In some speciul
ways assisted to rebuild their fiic-toii- es

and replace thoir lost Instru-
ments of manufacture.

"They should not be left to the
vicissitudes of tho sharp competition
for materials nnd for Industrial la- -

cllitics which is now to set in. I

hope, therefore, that tho congress
will not be unwilling, If it should be-

come necessary, to grant to some
such agency as the war trade board
tho rlirht-- . to estab ish priorities ot
export and supply for the benefit of
Ihese people whom we have been so

happy to assist In saving from the
German terror, and whom we must
not now thoughtlessly leave to shift
for themselves In a pitiless competl
tivo market.

Taxes for 1918-192-

For the steadying and facilita
tlon of our own domestic business
readjustments nothing Is more im
portant than tho immediate deter
mlnation of tho taxes that ero to bo
levied for 1919-192- 0. As much of the

railways, at the docks, on tho sea.
In every labor thut was needod to
sustain the battle lines, men have
vied with each other to do their part,
and do it well. They can look any
man-at-ar- in the race and say 'we
also strove to win and gave the best
that wns in us to make our rieets
and armies sure of their triumph'.'

Tribute to Women.
"And what ahull we say of the

women of their inBtant intelligence,
qulckonlng every task thut they
touched; their capacity for organiza-
tion and which gave
their action discipline and enhanced
the effectiveness of everything they
attempted; thoir aptitude at tasks to
which they had never before set
their hands; their utter
uliko in what they did aiid in what
they gave. Their contribution to the
great result Is beyond appraisal.
They have added a new luster to the
annuls of American womanhood. The
least tribute we can pay them Is to
inuKe tnem me ennuis oi iiion m
political rights as they huve proved
themselves their equals In every field
of practical work they have entered,
whether for themselves or for their
country.

Completed Achievements.
"These great days of completed

achievement would be sadly marred
were we to omit this act of justice.
Besides the immense practical serv-
ice they have rendered, the women
of the country have been the moving
spirits in the systematic economies
by which our people have voluntarily
assisted to supply the suffering peo
ples of the world and the armies
upon every front with food and
everything else we had that might
serve the common cause. The de
tails of such a story can never bo
fully written, but we carry them at
our hearts and thank God that wa
can say that we are the kinsmen of
such.

Sure of Great Triumphs,
"And now we are sure of the great

triumphs for which every sacrifice
was made. It has come, come in it
completeness, and with the pride and
Inspiration of these days of achieve
ment quick within us we turn to the
tasks of peace again a peace secure
against the violence of irresponsible
monarchs and ambitious militai
coteries and made ready for a new
order, for new foundations of Justice
and fair dealing.

Ve are about to give order and
organization to this peace not only
for ourselves, but for the other poo
pies of the world as well, so far as
they will suffer us to serve them,
Is international Justice that we seek,
not domestic safety merely.

Thoughts Upon Others,
"Our thoughts have dwelt of late

upon Europe, upon Asia, upon the
near and the Jar eust, very little
upon the acts of peace and accom-
modation that wait to be performedat our own doors. While we are ad
Justing our relations with the rest
of the world, in it not of capital im
portance that wc should clear away
all grounds of misunderstanding with
our immediate neighbors and give
proof of the friendship we really feel?
1 hope that the members of the sen-
ate will permit me to speak once
more of the unratified treaty of
rnennsriijp and adjustment with the
republic of Colombia, I very ear
nestly urge upon them an early and
favorable action upon that vital mat
ter. I believe that they will feel, with
mo, that the stage of affairs is now
set for such action as will be not
only Just but generous and In tho
spirit of the new age upon 'which wc
nave so happily entered.

Problems of Readjustment.
"So far as our domestic affairs are

concerned, the problem of our return
to peace is a problem of economic
and industrial readjustment. That
problem is less serious for us than
It may turn out to be for the nn.
tions which have suffered the disar
rangemcnts and the losses of war
longer than we. Our people, more
over, do not wait to be coached and
led. They know their own business,
are quick and resourceful at every
readjust ment, definite in purpose
and self-relia- nt in action. Any lead-
ing strings we might seek to put
them in would speedily .become hope
lessly tangled heaause they would
pay no attention to them and go
their own way. AU that we can do
as their legislative and executive
servants is to mediate the process of
change here, there and elsewhere, as
we may.

No Scheme of Reconstruction
"I have heard much counsel as to

the plans that should be formed and
personally conducted to a happy con-
summation, but from no quarter have

seen any general scheme of "re
construction' emerge which I thought

likely we could force our spirited
business men and self-relia- nt lab
orers to accept with due pliancy and
obedience.

Conduct of War.
"While the war lasted we set up

many agencies by which to direct
the industries of the country in tho
services it was necessary for them

render; by which to make sure of
an abundant supply of the materials
needed; by which to check under
takings that could for the time be
dispensed with and stimulate those
which were most serviceable in war;
by which to gain for the purchas
ing departments of the government

certain control over the prices of
essentiulv articles and materials; by
which to restrain trade with alien
enemies, make the most of the avail-
able shipping and systematize finan
cial transactions, both public and
private, so that there would De no It
unnecessary conflict or confusion

which, In short, to put every ma-
terial eners:y of the country in har
ness to draw the common load and of
make of us one team in the accom of
plishment of a great task. But the
moment we Knew tne armistice to
havo been signed we took the har
ness off.

Haw materials upon wntcn tne
government had kept its hand for
fear there snouia not do enougn ior

Industries that supplied the ar-
mies have been released, and put of
into the general market again. Creat Anindustrial plants whose whole out
put and machinery had been taken
over for the uses of tho government
havol been set freo to return to the
uses to which they were put before
the war. It has not been possible
to remove so readily or so quickly
the control of foodstuffs and of ship- -

nospiiauiy.
