DOPE EASY TO GET
IN CHATTANOOGA

REVENUE AGENT DRAPER
SAYS LID IS OFF.

Interesting. Developments Ex.
pected to Occur if Things

Go on as Now.
The lid is off in Chattanocogn as

far as the sale of narcotle drugs Is
concerned is the opinion of Special
Revenue Oficer George Draper. And
unless it is slapped on and clamped
down tight pretty soon, Mr, Draper
rays, some interesting developments,
followed by the arrests of some well
known doctors and druggists, will
ocour,

Mr., Draper s on the trail, and
while he Is not now in possession of
enough facts to male an arrest, he
knows something that a little ex-
plaining on the part of some prom-
inent professional men—lawyers as
well as doctors—would neither be a
bad ldea or an unwise policy. He
says that Chattanooga recently has
become the headquarters for dope
flends’ and they come In hera from
other cities that have been freed ol
them. For Instance, in Memphis,
from whence Mr. Draper has just
returned, he states that every addiet
must go to the police station and get
a prescription from one doctor be-
fore he can secure the drug. This
vonsequently has caused a lot of the
unfortunate users of the drug to
seck a more fertile fleld for the sale
of the drug, and as the result some
of them have come to this city, Mr.
Draper further stiated that Atlanta
and Louisville had been freed from
the dispensers wnd users of dope,

Since the arrest of Dr. Henry
Fuchrer and H. Walter Doty on the
charge of selling drugs and con-
spiracy to sell by Mr. Draper some
time ago, the ofMicer hns heen forced
to spend much of his time in other
citles where he has been following
the same line of work. However, he
has. returned now and will continue
here, he siys, until the lid is on and
he is seated on top of it,

It will be remembered that Dr,
Fuehrer and Mr. Doty were arrested
ut their offices in the Temple court,
the arresf causing a sensation. Later
on the same day o number of addicts,
not kmowing Dr. Fuehrer and Mr.
Doty had been arrested, filed to the
offices In the Temple court, and as
the result they were arrested and
thousands of dollars worth of mor-
phine taken from them,

Dr. Fuehrer and Mr, Doty were
cdught as the result of provost
guards going to thelr offices In cit-
izens' clothing and under the guise
of dope flends, and, they charged,
they sccured the dope from Dr.
Fuehrer, and on one occasion when
the doctor was out purchased the
drug from Mr. Doty. Both docter and
lawyer made bond for their appear-
ance, and yesterday afternoon were
pl_:!\‘r-n i hearing hefore United States
Commissioner Sam J. McAllister.
However, on account of the absence
of some material witnesses the hear-
ing wns continued untll next Monday.

Mr. Draper stat®éd Tuesday that the
defense slipped up on him when
they announced ready and called for
the proof, He stated that he had
undarstood that the defendants
would walve examination and be
hound over. However, he sald that
he was satisfied and was willing to
noy stand on the proof that was al-
ready in the cases.
