IMPRESSED WITH
WILSON'S INFLUENCE

SURPRISED AT WARMTH
OF AFFEOTION BHOWN,

Reception to Wilson Exceeds
in Elaborateness Anything

in History of Paris.
(By John Edwin Nevin,)

Paris, Dec. 16.—(I. N. B)—There
has been no such reception In the
history of Parls, as that tendered
President Wilson at the Holel do
Yille, today, this being the last of
the formal French funotions attend-
ing the ofMelal welcome to the Ameri-
can executlve,

Al officialdom is plainly impressegd
by the great influence which Presi-
dent Wlison 1is having upon the
French people. The Amerlcan states-
man‘as fellow delegates to the peace
conference are commenting froely
upon this,

“l know the French people, whom
I dearly love, yel even [ am sur-
prised at the depih and warmth of
the affection publlely displayed to-
waurd President Wilson," sald Henry
White, one of tha American peace
¢nvoys, and former American am-
passador to France, “It is an excel-
lent omen."

Plane for Future,

Plans for the immedinte future are
s ymewhat chaotic as a resull of some
of the allled premiers’ delay in
reaching Paris, but the president is
determined to utllize all avallable
time for getting together meetings
for the interchange of views, Mr
Wilson s very confident that the in-
formal meetings of the present week
will bring about a common under-
standing. Despite assertions that
France and Great Hritain are to some
eftent aligned agalnst the American
viewpolnt on some things, the presi-
dent does not accept these assertions
as being true, .

President Wilson s evidontly of
the firm belief that. Premier Clemen-
ceau, sensing public opinion to the
uttermost degrer, will not be a party
to any measure which would Inter-
fere with the cordlal relatlons of all
of the allles,

Bixty prisoners wers gathered in lit-
tle groups in front of the hut, discussing
toples of the day In an inofMensive man-
ner, when & volley was pour@d into
them by machine guns and rifles, A
German officer, reallzing the gravity of
aftairs, lssued orders 1o keep tha matter
secret,  Liberation of the prisoners
consequently was delayed,

The Spanish ambassador heard a ru-
mor, made immedinte Inqulry and es-
tablished the fact there was neither a
mutiny nor m plot, as the Germans al-
leged, hoping to jusitifly the atroclous
murder,
