It
15 stated by the judge's friends that
since the prohibition laws were
passed the city judge has done more
toward having them become cffec-
tive than any one other man in
Hamilton county. However, the op-
ponents of Judge Fleming clalm that
he did not wake up to the need of
law enforcement for a long time and
that he |s not as friendly with the
labor intercsts as he used to be, and
he will also be opposed by the Hass-
Conner faction, which he bitterly op-
posed at the last county elootion.
Judge Fleming is confident, though,
ha will be able to overcome the
strength of the Conner-Bass combli-
natlon, which he pays hus |its
strength in the county.
In the meantime ex-Senatoy W. H.
Cummings is making an active can-
didacy, and his friends say he will
prove a formidable candidate for the’

ofMiec, Senator Cummings wns de-
feated for attorney-general at the
past County election, but, as he

states, he was defeated by circum-
stances over which he had no con-
trol, he asks one more chance to
make the race before the people.
Senator Cummings will  make the
race on the recomendation that the
present salary of the office be cut
from $3,500 to $1,800. Another plat-
form recommended by SBenator Cume.
mings Is that he will advocate the
working of city convicts on the
stroet, a thing which has mot been
recently done,

The candidacy of W, R. Snyder 1s
rapidly growing, and while Mr. Sny-
der has not as yet announced, it Is
understood he is thinking serlously
of entering the race, Mr, SBnyder !s
a yvoung lawyer of exceptional abil-
ity and is at present a member of the
law firm of Carden & Snyder. A. L.
Emeraon, who stated some time ago
he would make the race, has decided
not to enter the contest and has
withdrawn.

Willlam 8, Scott, who wans detailed
from Camp Dix tp assume command
of the demoblilization work several
daya ago, A big decrease in already
noted in the personnel of the camp
of medicos, There are noOw approx-
imately 2,400 commissioned medical
officers and 9,000 men stationed at
the medieal camp. When the de-
mohiligation orders were first re-
celve® some three weeks ago there
were approximately 3,000 medical
officers and 15,000 enlisted men at
Camp Greenleaf.

Orders canceling all  construction
worll, with the exception of the work
at general hospital 14, at the park
have been reccived by Maj. Ripley,
construction quartermaster at Lytle,
The orders do not include the worlk
on the Nossville boulevard, which
comes under another head. Lumber
and bullding materials are, however,
continuing to arrive, mccording to
Maj. Ripley, and the constructing
forces are ongaged in storing these
materinla for future use, The con-
struction work at the camp has heen
done almost excluaively by civillan
labor, working under the supervision
of the constiucting quartermaster's
department, All the labor, with the
exception of thoss doing the work at
the general hospital and other little
odd jobs, were Inld off Indefinitely
shortly after the signing of the armi-
stice following the first cancellation
orders of construction at the

The material, which is continuing
to arrive, consists of shipments of
construction material shipped before
the signing of tha armistice and the
subsequent cancellation of all con-
tracts to furnish the needed items of
construction work. Among other
bullding materials arriving are ship-
ments of Jumber which was started
on ita way In carload lots from
Maine and other lumber producing
states some time Ago.

Frustrates Waterworkas.

Among the projects that the can-
cellation orders frustrated wans that ot
the proposed mew pumping station,
which was to have furnished th& en-
tire park with water. The punmping
station Yras plannad some months ago
when ths park was steadlly increas-
ing in the personnel, as well as the
nmumber of wooden cantonment-type
bulldings, which re springing up
to accommodate phe troopa tempo-
rarlly housad by tents.
