"They will have to crucify us all."
Davison said that ballots are being

He gave the Intimation that the
members of these organization plan to
strike In the vent that the government
uses Its war powers "to handicap" the
coal miners or other labor units, or
pushes the present ahtlstrlke activi-
ties.

Barred From Discussion
Washington, Nov. 1. United States

District Attorney Slack, who asked
for the injunction, and Federal Judge
A. B. Anderson, who issued the re-

straining order, had little to say con-

cerning the situation today. Both
seemed determined to wait until next
Saturday, when hearings will be held
on making the Injunction permanent.

Asked what the effect on locals
would be If the injunction was made
permanent and a court mandate is-
sued ordering the miners' executives
to rescind the strike call, neither
would discuss the question. They
were also asked If the strike contin-
ued until the ratification of the peace
treaty by the senate and declaration
of the end of the war by President
Wilson, whether the operation of the
Lever food and fuel act will auto
matlcally cease, thereby making null
and void the restraining order, whleli
was Issued under this act. Neither
would discuss this phase of the situ
ation other than to say declaration of
peace would evidently nullify the Le
ver act in view of the fact that Attv..
Gen. Palmer had requested legisla-
tion making It. operative six months
after the declaration of peace.

litj served to them on a golden plat-
ter. It is the familiar situation of
an upper and a lower class, with
hardly any middle class between, and
Is reflected in everything the city
eat, drinks, wears and doe.

The native of Bueno Aires Is
known as a "porteno." He Is a child
of the gateway into the Argentine,
and the term, of which he Is proud,
has much economio significance.
Through this gateway flow out the
wheat, corn, beef, hides, wool and
other product of the rich Argentine
campo, with an Inward flow of the
merchandise and implements con
sumed in the renubllo. Tha "nortenn"
Is occupied with the trafllo both ways,'
upon wnicn no charges handsome
mercantile profits. The greater part
of Argentine's federal revenue is
raised by tariff duties upon Imported
merchandise. So the capital has an
army of government officials and
clerks to administer the regulations.
