THE VARIETY OF ROOSEVELT’S INVESTMENTS
(By JOHN M. OSKISON)

Among thrift talkers Theodore
Roosevelt used to be quoted along
with Ben Franklin. In his opinion the
first duty of & man to his family was
to get ahead of the day's need, to
lay up something in the way of In-
vestment.,

Recently the completa inventory of
property left by T. R.-was made pub-
lle by the New York state tax au-
thorities, It furnishes an interesting
study in diversity, for there are rep-
resented on the list fifteen different
stock Issues and thirty-eight bond
{ssues, \

Roosevelt elther knew & good se-
curity or followed good counsel. Of
tha fiftecn stock isspes passing to his
estate only two are sot down as of
no value—and of one of these he held
only three shares. Thres New York
bank stocks and the stocks of such
rallronds as Pennsylvania, Atchison
preferred, and Great Northern pre-
ferred showed the conservatism of his
Investment polley.

His heaviest bond investment was
in the government liberty Isstien—
the first, third, and fourth, He had
put $75,050 In them. In but twd other
bonds were his holdings as great as
In the first issue of liberties, the 83w,
into which he put $30,000, He held
also, $1,000 of the Canadian victory
loan due in 1923, and $10,000 of the
Anglo-French bonds, payable in 1820,

Three thousand dollars Inveated In
Mexican bonds was wrilten off as n
loas, and $20,000 Rock Island bonds
of an old Issus were sot down as of
no value, On the whole, probably not
8 per cent. of Roosevelt's investments
turned out to be worthless,

By far the larger part of his bonds

wera nllm..& bonds—Unlon Pacifie,
Atchison, B, & 0., Central of New
Jersey, Central of Georgla, Burling-
ton, Northern Pacific, Great North-
ern, Wabash, Southern, 8t Paul,
Alton, eto. Generally speaking, they
wers the sort of bonds our *savings
banks buy; Income on them ranged
from 3% to 5 per cent.

Bafaty first was obviously the
Roosovelt policy In making invest-
ments. He owned bonds of a par value
of $5656,000, the income from which
wan between $20,000 and $25,000 a
year—not much above 4 per cent,

He was a successful man who In
his life lllustrated his own fine teach.
ings. He wasn't rlch {n the mense
that is understood In Wall street.
Probably the larger share of the
$811,000-he left was Inherited., But
he 4id add somothing to the acous
mulation to be passed on to his large
family.

He did not make money-getting
his chlef interest—or even one of his
chief Interests, In that respect he was
representative of the best In Amer
lea, of the best in the world. But he
used dlligence and sound sense in the
handling of the “ten talents" which
had passed {nto his care,

He spent freely because he sarned
Inrgely. He was generous. He lived
In comfort, cared nothing for the lux-
uries, He saw to It that the larger
Iife he loved was amply financed.
Dying, he not only left the world
richer because of hia life, but he
paseed on an Inheritance a little
larger than he had received.

And that was the substance of his
thrift teaching, the proper ambition
of the true Amr't'lt:nn.
