Manager 'Tris Epeaker/ and Business
Manager Walter McNichals, of Clave-
land, went to the hespital Immediately
aftor the game and were at the Insti-

tion whan the operation Was per=
nrmed, The surgeons mude an inel-
sjon three and one-half Inches Tong
throu Jn the hase of the siull on the
left side. They discovered m rupture of
r{m luteral sinus and & quantity of
alotted blood. A small plece of the
skull was removed,

The physicians at first entertained 1
fmnint hope that the ball player woule
revover, but he failed to rally.

Mays, In discussing the acoident, sald
thit the ball he threw was a "saller
~—olie that bresks sharply on one side,
due usuilly to a rough spot on the
gover, He aaked for another ball be-
fore pliching to Speaker, who followed
Chupman st the plate, and the ball
which fatally Injured the shortstop wis
thrown out of the game,

In baseball circles, it wan belieyed
thiut Chapman's death would seriousiy
hamper Cloveland’'s chance of chptur-
ing the Ameriean lengue pennant. o
was a veteran and one of the main-
stays of the team,

Ohapman i the first major Jeagud
baseball player to be killed by a pitched
ball, so far as modern records show,
Seinlsprofessional and amateur players
have been killed In such s fashion but
mador leasues have free from such
acridents,

Mayx declarsd this morning before
he had heard that Chapman had died,
that the infury was dus to n roughensd
surface on the ball,
