the fact that Toklo Is built on groundthat waa ones part of the sea. or "made
ground." The new engineering com-
pany, agents for the Tnklo Underground
Railways company. Ltd . claims to
have made tests and announces thatthere Is no doubt of the ability of the
land to stand Uie construction of the
subway.

The company received Its charter In
WIS from the government. It has re-

cently voted to Increase Its capitalstock from Ylfl.0fl0.000 ($5,000,000) to
