STARVATIONMAY

EFFECT PEACE

Italian Troops Waiting Pa-

tiently for Result of Block-

ade of Fiume.

SOLDIER KILLED BY BOMB

London, Dec. 24. Starvation la ex-

pected soon to bring an end to the
''state or war" now existing between
the "Regency of Quarnero" at Flume
and the kingdom of Italy, The
time limit given civilian to leave the
city expired at 8 o'clock last night, and
it appears the Italian government
troops have aetled down to wait for
hunger to defeat D'Annunsio's plan to
combat the enforcement of the treatyof Hapaiio. One government soldier la
reported to have been killed by a bomb
thrown by one of the D'Annunzian

and shots were said to have
been fired at an Italian destroyer, but
thus far the "war" has not been
marked by any notable hostilities.

A barrage of proclamations has been
hurled into the rival camps by D'An-nuns- lo

and Gen. Caviglla, commander
of the government troops forming the
cordon about Flume, These pronounce-
ments have kept public Interest cen-
tered for the time being at least, in
the strange situation that has devel
oped on the eastern shores of the Adri
atic. In spite of orders from the poet-soldi-

forbidding any on leaving
Fiume several hundred parson are
said to have fled, not wishing to share,
even by their presence, in responsibil-
ity for, any rash act committed by
D Annunzio or his officers.

The fact that some Russian troops
formerly a part of Qen. Wranael's
army has been landed In Dalmatia
haa oauaad apprehension in some quar
ters thai they might De used to oust
D'Annunslo from Flume. It Is as
serted, however, there is no Intention
of. using the Kuslans for this purpose.

OPPORTUNITIES FOR

TRADE WITH SPAIN

Arthur Young Makes Report
Dealing- With Spanish

Finance.
Washington, Dec. 14, Opportunities

for trade with Spain are called to the
attention of American business men In
a report Just made to the department
of commerce by rraaa commissioner
Artnur Young, dealing witn Spanishfinance and trade conditions, Spain,
Mr. Young said, is the only European
nation with a balance of trade In lis
favor as a result of the war and ha
a surplus sufficient to pay cash for
American goods. Spain's balance of
vr.oe at me cione or me war, Mr,
Vounar said, waa l77i.nno.O(K. and the
cemiitioD of the entire country ss pros
perotis Thla wa largely due, ha ex-

plained, to the fact that Spain, tb
only large European neuirai, was aoie
to export goods to the warring nations
and received cash for Its product,
while at t lie same time withstanding
any from curtailment of Im
ports. As a striking feature of the
Spanish financial altuation during the
war. the commissioner pointed out that
Spain even extended a credit of

to the United States. By cur-
tailing loan Just after the signing of
the armistice, he further said, Spain
wo able to retain the large trad bal-
ance obtained during the war and ot
the same time protect Its big war loans.

The cost of living, Mr. Young re
ported, ha Increased less in Spain than
In any other European country, ami
there has been practically no Inflation
of paper money beyond that caused by

3 legitimate importation of gold.
l'ubllc flnancos on the other hantT he
said, have been unfavorably affected
by the war despite big private pronts.
aa there ha been but a 10 per cent
Increase in revenue from taxation and
government expenditure have Increased
greatly, leaving a large increase In the
public dent, Mr. young suggested mat
American business concern desiring
Spanish trade ahould adopt a credit
system which would gradually become
elastic enough to permit competition
with European houses who are prepar-
ing to fight to regain lost prestige.

SUGGESTS CHIEFTAINS

Berlin, Do. 24 (A. P.) dsn. WIN
helm Hoffman, former chief of start ofthe German eaat army, who played an
Important part In the Hrest-Lltovs- k

negotiations, declares In an Interview
pt'.hllshed In the Berlin Russian Daily'
Rul that bolahevlsm, having ceased to
be regional, Is a world problem now,
which can be solved only by armed In-

tervention by the great powers actingin concert. An international army un-
der the leadership of Pershing, Joffr
or Poch should ocoupy Petrograd, Uen.
Hoffman ,ay, then march on Mos-
cow, which he asserts I bound to fall
before any and properly
officered fore.

With the occupation of Moscow
Trotzky and Lenin would be un-
horsed and their $.000 commissars
overthrown and the member of the
whole aaglme, Otn. Hoffman predicts,
would ask "safe conduct to pass the
shortest way tb oblivion." He (eel
certain that the Russian workmen
would bs glad to wsert their present
Ikadera at the first indication that their
overthrow was Imminent.

"Mosoow must be spoken to In the
language of Brest-Lltovs- not In the
language of Lloyd Ueorge In London,"
the general oontinuea.

To remodel bolahevlsm is impossible.
Any entente attempt to incorporate bol- -

ahevlam In the European concert would
be wrong. Any trade relation with
Russia would furnish a oloak for red
propaganda, for bolshevik alms will ever
be a word revolution.

'Trotzky haa atudled the history of
the French revolution and knowa the
uae of the acourage. Under his system
no man can rla to power from the
army. The appearance of a new Na
poleon In Russia 1 cut of the question.' The crash of the soviet realms would
Inevitably be followed by a reign of un-
paralleled anarchy. The only thing that
remains Is armed Intervention by the
great powers. As chlsf of staff of the
east army during the war, I directed the
propaganda against the Russian army.
The general staff naturally made use of
every possible means to break through
the Russian front. One or these means
was poison gas: another was Lenlne.

"The imperial regime dispatched Le
nlne to Russia from the Swiss frontier
in a sealed car for a definite purpose.
With our consent, Lenlne and his friend
disorganized the Russian army. Von
Kuehlmann (former Herman secretary
for foreign affairs; , Count Cxernin (Aus- -

minister), and I then
closed the Bresck ?Lltovk treaty so that
we could throw our army against the
west front. While in Brest we were
convinced that the bolshevlkl could not
hold power moae than three weeks.'
I "On my word ot honor a a German
fern-nil-

in spite of the valuable service
and Lenlne rendered, we neither

knew nor foresaw the danger to hu-
manity from the consequences of this
journey or bolshevists to Russia. At
that time we weighed the matter with
aa little consideration as the entente
does now.
. "Would the allies and especially Lloyd
Qeorgu carry on negotiations and make
concession If they fully reckoned the
frightful danger which bolahevlsm re-

spects?"
Oen. Von Hoffmann saya that the

army command later realised the dan-
ger and a plan wa laid before the su-
preme command of the eastern army for
the overthrow of bolahevlsm but events
developed so rapidly following Ul as-
sassination of Count Von MirbadwiMk
Herman ambassador to Russia, In Mos-
cow, and the situation on the west front
had become so critical that It was Im-

possible to fore the Issue.

TAFFS ADVICE

President --Eleet nd former
President Discuss Proposed

International Court.

Marlon, O., Dec. 14. President-elec- t

Harding turned to former President
Taft today for counsel on the world
peace problem and on practical details
of organizing the next administration.

The conference wa arranged at Mr.
Harding.' request and Is understood to
have concerned particularly the pro-
posal for a new International court. In
which th former president has been
interested for many years. Mr. Tuft
waa a supporter of the Vsraailles league,
but ha taken th attitude that some
different agency now must be organised
to stnhHIx world conditions. Another
subject on which th president-elec- t
wanted Information and advice was the
proposed reorganisation of the executive
branch of the government. In the clos-'"- g

days of his administration. Mr. Taft
made study of that problem and ap-

pointed an efficiency commission to un-

dertake th work Of reorganisation.
The comir.g nf Mr. Taft revived (pecu-

lation about his possible appointment
to some high post under the coming ad-

ministration. He ha been mentioned
moat frequently for a place on the su-

preme court bench, but hi name also
ha been heard many times In cabinet
golp.

elect met on the Harding front porch.
William H. Taft began hi conference
with the president-elec- t st the break-
fast table and continued It until com-
pelled to take a train for Cincinnati,
where he will spend Christmas before
going abroad,

Mr. Taft came, It la understood, tn
represent those who believe (hat certain
portions of th machinery of th league
of nation nay be utilised In the new
Harding plan for a world association
Having passed through the trying pe-
riod of preparation for the presidential
chair which Senator Harding I now
undergoing, Mr. Taft was abl to view
the letter s position with fomplet un-

derstanding and to extend Inativ helpfu'
suggestions.

While the International sulfation wss
exhaustively dealt with, there Is reason
to believe thst th make-u- p of the cab-
inet and other questions slso cam In
for attention. The impending retire-
ment of at least on member of the
supreme court of tb United Ststeshaa
led to a wide disouaalon hsrs of the
possible appointment of Mr. Taft to a
vacancy on the supreme bench. That
discussion has not brought forth any
official utterance, however.
