For himself, if be had tb power, A grit
thing he would do would be to sslirthe New
Tork New and kindred sheets, which arc giv-i- og

the South so dangerous an idea of their
own position and trusts.'

" Troop, ' said General Grant, ' must b
kept in all th principal point in th South
for some time to oome. This will V necessa-

ry to reprsss tha turbulence of a claa of
tb South very dangerous to all well dis-

posed persons, and also to protect tb' right
of freedmen, who are looked 'upon with deep,

hatred by a very large proportion of the peo-

ple. I am in favor ' however, ' be added, of
not retaining our volunteer for thi duty,
because they very naturally tbink that tbey
fulfilled their duty one year since.
