The Seawunhaka Disaster,

The burning of the steamer Sea-
wanhaka, on East River, was one of
the most heart-rending disasters re-
corded for many years. The Morgue
waa crowded with dead bodies, some
of which were so budly burned as to
be unrecognizable, nnd a wailing
multitude In search of missing friends.
Many acts of heroism and self-sacri-
fice are recorded, as well a8 many
acts of ghoulichness and depravity.
The following graphie description of
the acene the day following the dis-
aster we clip from the World of June
30th;

The boatmen on the East River op.
posite Ward's and Randall’s islands
were aatir long before daybreak yes.
terday patrolling the river in their
skifls looking for the dead. The re-
malps of the steamer ware atill
amouldering oo the suoken meadowns
whero she had been beached by her
brave commander the night before,
The fire bhad nearly died out, bat
here and there the wood-work of the
bull, the forward [il:u't of which at
low water was firmly settled in the
aoft mud of the meadows, was still
burning. All the npﬂer works of the
ateamer had been burned off and
nothing remained, but the hull, which
blazed away until the tide rose
over it and put out the fire in the
coal bunkers lforward. The moon
had risen about midnight and ena-
bled the boatmen from the two
islands to patrol Little Hell Gate
and other points of the river front
and watch for floating bodies and to
goe plainly every object on the sur-
of the water, At daybreak a
dozen fresh boats put off from vari-
ous points on the New York and
Long lsland shores and made the
best of their way to the wrack, The
fire was all out, but the iron work
was atill too hot to be handled, Grad-
ually the number of small boats in-
creased to a hundred or more—hoats
of every concelvable desigu, from
the homely flat-boat to the neatly-
modelled skiff. Nearlv every boat
bad two oceupaats, and some had
more, Mozt of their occupants were
lmpelled by curiogity alone, while
some of the crafts had a decidedly
suapiclous look, and the faces of some
of the oarsmen would have looked
decldedly better behind the barred
door of a prison, It was low water,
and the bow of the Scawanhaka was
high and dry on the low beach of the
suoken meadowsat & point almost
directly opposite the northeasterly
extremity of Ward’s Island. The
stern lay floating In the water, The
hull was burned off in an irregunlar
line about two feet from the water
at the after portion, while for.
ward on the beach nothlng but the
bottom planks were left, The kesl-
sons were entirely burbed off and
thero was nothing to denote where
they bad been but a long spike here
and there, A small part of the cut-
water waa left. Not a veatiga of the
decks remained, und the rudder-post
was burned off, allowing the rudder
to hang Iooaeiﬁ in its place. The
boilers were atill in place, and do not
appear to be in any way injured.

@ door of the port boller was open,
The door of the other was closed fast.
The smoke-stack stiil stood, but was
held In position only by the pipe of
the whistla, 'hch through
ita flange. The wood-work support-
Ing the walking-beam of the engino
was burned away, and the beam it-
sell was twisted out of all shape,
The piston rod, which was bent al
most double just at itas entrance to
the cylinder, held the beam in posi-
tion and rep it safe for men to
work under it. The hull is covered
with copper and the draught of wa-
ter re&lulrod is very light, All around
the hall lay pleces of the woodwork
which had burned off and tumbjed
into the water. The port dle-
wheel was scarcely charred, but the

heel was tw out of

all On the meadows in front
of the bow was a collection of small
mwcmam tollet utensils,
oarpet- and haif-burnt clothing,

In the wreck among the ashestwo
dozen men and were scraping
and dﬁlshm for valuables and any-
thiog else that might come to light,
One man it wassaid had found a gold
wateh and another a silver one, but
what they did with them nobody ap-
Peured to know. Besides the psople
0 boata there were about ﬁi:;o on
the shore engaged in picking up what
they could find. One small boy
amused himeelf by making a collec-
tion of walking-sticks dro -by
gentlemen who had j over-
board and uolllnlg them for souvenirs
of the wreck. There were any num-
ber of wharf rats and river thieves
about, ready to steal anything they
ecould move away. One boat, in
which were two boys, bad puiled off
quite a uanmr of sheathiog copper
and displayed 1t in the bow of their

smother the sentiments he had ex-
pressed in the address of the Phila-
delphia Convention, to abaudon his
career in legislative hulls and to
change the tone of the Tiines, or, as
Mr. Jones, our business manager and
purtner, insisted, the paper would be
tuined, (I believe I offered to pay
tue dam :gea at the time, but that
wus considered impracticable.) It
was 4 bitter pill, but it had to be
swallowed. Thad Stovens had suc-
ceeded through a Congress which
misrepresented the country in en-
grafting his policy upon the Republi-
cal party, And though a majority
of the party, as I firmly belleve, were
disguated, it was fastened upon them
and there was no way of getting rid
of it, Thus for years a vast number
of us, good Republicans, have been
compelled to be helpless supporters
f a poliey we believe to bo the very
worst that could be devised, An op-
portunity is presented ug now for the
first time with any show of success to
vote in accordance with our convie-
tions, and I am sure we shall do it
most joytully.
