How to Nanmfacture Sirsp From
Serghum.

Tae best time to cut the cane is when
the seed is in the dough. Cat off the
heads first, and then strip with a stick,
made in the form of a sword. Cane
must not stand in the field after the
leaves nre striped, as it will soon under-
a change, and the juice will be bitter.
ane may be cut and dried on the ount-
side, and then piled and kept for weeks.
1t piled wet it will heat and so spoil it.
If it has been frosted and is not worked
up in a few days, it will sour.
To make good sirap, you must have
good cane. If you wish to make sugar
or good sirup, yon must keep every
thing used in the making of it clean and
sweet. Sorghum juice has a tendengtyl
to undergo a change as soon 88 press
from the cane, and in & few hoursit will
commence to make alcobol. To pre-
vent or arrest this chemieal change is
the greatest thing we have to contend
with, and here is the secret of muking
sugar or good sirup. So it beeomes
recessary to wash the mill and vats, and
every thing used, with lime-water once
ortwice a day. 'The cla.y: process is
much ahead of any in thesaving of labor
in skimming, ete., and besides, the sirup
is much cleaner and clearer, for if you
seald the green matter in the cane-juice
it gives it a sirong taste.
o clarify with clay, use the white or
light colored clay, dry it, and have a
settling vat, with plugs in one end, to
draw off the liquor. Put the cane juice
into the vat as it comes from the mill,
add abeut one-half bushel of clay to 100
gallons of juice, mix the clay thoroughl
with the juice, by mgitating, until it
will settle clear and show no green mat-
ter, and when it is scalded it is a8 clear
as water. If you wish, you ean use
lime, alum and soda; but I think sirup
is much healthier and better to use only
sulphite of lime, such ns isused in cider,
