Anxious to obtain such information
relative to procuring labor that would
be reliable, and upon which the
readers of the VINDICATOR could de-
pend, we wrote some weeks since to
our friends of the New Orleans Dem-
ocrat, and from them received a re-
ply which is not as encouraging as
we would wish.

With this
" object in view we address the follow-
ig- g questions to our leading land
owners, asking them to answer:

Ist. What quantity of land would,
you sell to actual settles and upon
what terms Price and time. .

2d. Are you prepared to erect com*
fortable bulldings on any of this
land and sell the same with the
Ifarms If so. how many ?

ad. What Is the oharacter of the
land you will dispose of and its pro-
ductiveness ?

4th. What inducements will you
offer to good white tenests. In the
way of sharing crops or renting, and
what comforts are they to expect in
the way of houses to live In, stabling
for their stock, and berns for their
produce?

We wish our correspondents to
bear In mind, so there may be no
mistake hereafter, that ordinary ne-
gro cabins will In no sense answer for
a "home" to which the character of
tenents we speak of can be invited.
Comfortable houses can be bqilt
cheaply, and they are absolutely re-
quired.

We submit these queries for the rea-
son that the time bas come when we
mustdo something to help ourselves,
and we want to know if our peo.
pie are really in earnest in this "emi-
gration talk." As we said last week
and all along, the people of this and
surrounding parishes can rely upon
the Viamrcaro as a pioneer in the
movement, and we promise to leave
nothing undone to secure its success.
With favorable. answers to these
questions, we will take steps at once
to bring the emigrant or the tenantI n communication with the land.

The St Louis Uobe-Democ'rat is
recognized as the stalwart Retumbll-
can journal, and we reproduce from
its c,luma, s an article which has ex-
eited much comment here, pro and
con. In c,ur opinion, it is worth
consideration as it approaches some-
what ourown opinion :

But we know that the future has in
store for the South better thirgs than
it bas known in the pas', tat the
forces that control t he movements of
the world are working for the South
with resistless energy. And destiny
at last has got the South in a posit-
tion in which It can no longer con-
tinue the struggle against its own
welfare, For four years at least, or
for nearly tour years, the people of
the South have got to give up devo-
ting themselves to those things
which hurt them, and must, from
sheer necessity, devote themselves to
things which can only help them.
Even with the best wishes under the
sun they will have to leave politics
alone, as there is nothing in the po-
litical field that could rally a corlo-
ral's guard to keep up the old-time
disturbances. Two days after the
election the political arena is as de-
void of life and interest as an aband-
oned circus ring is two days after the
unparalleled agglomeration of at-
tractions has moved on to the next
town. The man who tries to talk
politics is shut up with a quotation
from Pinafore, nobody cares a cent
for politics, and the surface of a mill-
pond is not more monotonously flat
and quiet than the erewhile stormy
sea of political passion.

This is particularly the ease in the
South. The people there are in the
condition of that benighted and Ir-
reverent tramp who, when asked
what were his politics, answered that
be had "not a d-n politic." Their
politics are to-day bursted bubbles,
mere echoes of sounds, memories,
Illusions and deceptions. They could
not, if they would, dwell on the
themes and interests whiheb moved
and stirred them a week ago; the
"great fraud of four years ago" isI now as empty as a last year's bird's

nest; the dangerous usurpations of
Republicanism" have less concern
for them than the usurpations of
their hen-roosts. The completeness
of their defeat has knocked them out
of the field of politics, and they will
now, perforce for at least a little
while,let politics alone, since there
Is no posibility of doing otherwise.

And they will devote themselves to
something much better than politics.
None are more ready to recognise
the high qualities of the Southern
people than those who dissent from
their political ideas, and indeed it is
only an aggravation of the offen-
sivenes of Democracy that it has
misused and misguided powers and
energies otherwise admirably fitted
to build up and strengthen this na-
tion. The courage with which the
flouthern people have endured pover-
ty and reverses of all kinds is be-
vond all praise; the firmness and
determination which they have de-
voted to a mistaken political idea
could not fail to lead them to success
in wiser efforts; their pride and sense
of honor are qualities worthy of the
highest fiels of usefulness; and,
above all, they have been steadily
learning, througo the experlence of
years, that their material future lies
toin their own bands, depends on their
own efforts, and that the Lord takes
eare only of those who take ares of
Sthemselves. The blight of political
pre-occupation which overshadowed
all these fair possibilities has at last
disappeared In the utter defeat of
their political hopes, and hereafterI the South may be expected to drop
Spolities and attend to buasines.
