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Basntoland nad Ita People.

DASUTTOLAND may be deseribed as the Wales
of South Africa. It is a little provinee titted
in at the northeast corner of Cape Colony, bes
tween the Oreenge Free Etate, the Cape Colony
and Natal. Itis about onc Trod aod tilty
miles long by fifty browd, its length sunming
parsliel to the Gvange Free State, or, roughly
apenking, nearly parallel st some distance
inland with the coast line. Some of its table
lnmds are nearly five thousand feet above the
seu, while its loftiest mountain is eredited
with a height of ten thouzand Tect, The cold
Jiroughout the whole of Dusetoland i very
severe in the months of June, July, Angust
and even september,  One of the wings of the
Cape Mounted Rites marching up from
Kokstad, in  Grigqualind  Last, to  Mas-
cria, the chief statlon in  Hasuio-
land, was delayed  some  davs= by
2 heavy fall of snow, which blocked the passes
and rendered marching  flow amd 1edi s,
Though DBusutoland muay be sald to be one
hundred and fifty miles by filty miles in size,
the castern side of 1ts breadth = searcely n-
habited on aceount of the extreme eold and of
the ingeceszible charwcter of the mowntains,
The most thickly populated di<trictz of the
little country extend alonz its whole length,
but are of a breadth of abwout thivty miles only
—the thirty miles to the northwest—and Iy ine
next to the Oranee Free State. 1 is from the
Free State, then, that Basutoland ean be most
easily entered, and its chiel stations, which lie
within a few hours of the Free State border,
most safely and easily reached. There are
other routes from the south, but they present
great difieulties to the march of troops, and
are open to grave objectious from o military
point of view.

The Basutos arc mostly remnants of tribes
who were driven before the Kaftir:, Early in
the century they took refuge in the momtain
fastnesses of Basutoland to escitpe the pitiless
soldiery of the Zulu eongueror, Chiaka, It was
on the pteep and rocky hill of Thaba Bosize
ibat Moshesh, the first paramount chict of the
Basutos, rallied the starved and desperate
men of the different clans of bis race, made a
sucecssful stand against the Zulue, and lsid
the foundation of the Basuto nation. To
speak of the iasutos as equal or nearly equal
to the Zulus in fighting qualities (as i« some-
times donc) is & mistake, The Rasutos lack
the discipiine, the recklea: bravery and the
taste for tighting posscssed by the Zuiu sold-
lere. The Hasutos have no military organiza-
tion, merely turning out orbeing turned out by
their chiefs for fighting by tribes or clans.
They are not soldiers like the Zuluz  were be-
fore the Zuln army was broken up, but are
merely hardy mountaineers. Unlike the Zu-
lus, the Dnsutos fight, 4s a rule, mounted,
possessing hardy snd metive ponies, which
make light of the difliculties of the mountain
tracks of their country.  Almost all the Busa-
tos hitve taken toclothing, paniy from thelr
progresa in eivilization, partly from the severe
climate of their land. T'be military trait tobe
remarked in the Bazutos is thelr aptitude for
forufying or engchaneing themselves, and the
intelllgence with which they strengthen any po-
sition they mny desireto hold, Indeed, the col-
oniste’ ehlel ditlicaltics wili probably com-
mence when the Basutos, worsted in the open,
betake themaclves 10 their mountain stromng-
holds, Thaba Bosizo, the stronghald now held
