year, The searcity of corn has added to
the depression, the dronght of last summer
having eut that erop o short that but for
the railroad a supply of corn could not

Lave been had, * There were not wagons
enough In the county,” says an old citizen,
sto have hauled from Danville as much
corn as paople needed.”

Thia place, which was onee abont to be
called Henry City, and bul for Mr, L, 8
Thomas, of the Martinsville Herald, would
bave been, has become quite a growing 1=
tle elty under the influence of the reilroad,
But it has not yet lssued any honds, The
evidenees of growth are the many new
residences, the building of !arge brick
stores, the establishment of warchouses
(two) and tobacco-factories, the opening of
a bank, livery-stables, brick-yards, saw-
mills, a well-patronized graded school, new
churches, and the prosperity of 1ts news.
paper, The Ruffner Institute (the gradid
school) building is a handsome frame house,
two starles high, with rooms for the four
teachers and a large number of scholars,
The Pmlgmﬁm are finishing a brick
chureh and go are the Disciplos, and the
Baptists, with a subscription already of
about 8800, are prospecting,

The building of factorics and warehouses
here Indieates that the trade of the pluce
will grow, and a probable transfer, to a
eomldnrnllalr extent, of the tahacco.business
from the country tothe town. Apart from
the other advaniages of doing the tolmeco-
business in town, it has bLegun to appear
that the buyers of stock find it hetter to gt
it om the flaor of the warehonses than bar-
guin for it at the barn-door. But the Henry
planters, notwithstanding the attractions of
the Martinsville and Danville markets,
heve, as they have hnd for years, a home
murket amongst the county manufacturers,
nnd those manufacturers have found the
business profitable, Here is one tfirm that
eluims to have cleared $25,000 in the last
twelve months,

Interesting Rnlirond Cases In Conri—Follti-
cal-Beliglons—Yorktown Monument.

[Correspond of the Rich 4 [apatehs. )

Jony 22, 1834,

A speenal term of the Circuit Court
closed last night, The eourt had been in
sesslon eight days, A great deal of bunsi-
ness was before the eourt, but only two
cases of any importance,

Mr. Alexander Maclean got a judgment
for 2450, with interest from December 1,
1881, against the Chesapeake and Obio
Company for destruction of his erops.

The injunction suit of the Chosapeike
and Ohlo Company vs, L. W. Lane, trea-
surer of James City county, eame up for
bearing, This is a suit wherein the plaln-
till had oltained an Injunction restraining
the defendant from collecting tnxes for Hie
year 1884 imposed by the Board of Super-
visors of Jamed City eounty on the rallroad
for county purposes, A like suit, whereln
the eounty of Warwick's right to levy and
collect such taxes, wis heard st the same
time. Two days were consumed by coun-
seln the arcalng of the cases,  The Court
entered an order making them vacatlon
cases inorder to examuine anthorities and
points raised tn argament, and will deliver
opinion on the same on the 20th instant,
These cases are likely lo go to the Conrt of
Appeals, many polnts being new,
