4. To encourage fanner* lo form neigli-
horhood clubs and county societies in order
to incite :t free Inierchaiigc of ideas and
opinions on al' subjects relating to their
interest* In agriculture.

fl. To adopt n ensures hy which thc mu¬
tual intere-l* of all engaged in agricultural
pursuits may Im* represented, and voiced
fiore the club of thc ti'-ighborliood directly
up to the State Agricultural Society, and
thence on to whatever Federal or " Na¬
tional" agricultural organization reprcsen-
tation may lie desirud : and thu* ta organ¬
ize and excrciae freely und openly, without
ritual or senresy, all the rights anti privi¬
leges to which farmers are entitled !>y their
occupation, by their general intelligence,
bv their vested Interests, and by their nu¬
merical strength.

clan, do not get Hie benefit of tboir experi¬
ence. Tbe Farmers' Ait*wnbly ollera ju.t
the medium required for correcting this
itate of tiiine*. The organization of
neighborhood farmers clubs, such as the
Tuckaboe Club, of Ilearico county, sud
couuty societies, will stlmahle farmers not
only to intelligent study, but to the work
of recording results, which in the course of
time will be reported to the larger bodies,
conti liiptotcd under thc system of " Farm-
na' Assemblies throughout the State."
These last-named bodies will of course do
vtdop a wide r.tn^e ot discussion, evoke tin-
best (Hort* of representative farmers in tho
natter of essays, and secure large audiences.
