Dauniel Gregg, an Engineer, Killed by
a Chlengo * Times"” Man,

A Uliieago telegram of Tuesday says:
Witliam Lyle, 8 yous man conneeted with
the loeal stalt of the Chleago Times, fatally
stabbed Danlel Gregs, an engineer on the
Chiesgo and Northwestent road, about G
o'elock  last evening, 8t the Chicag
Diriving  Park, where the Llinols stat
Fair |= being held, Yesterday was the
opening day of the Fair, but there was
a sl crowd present, The newspu-
per men finished their  work about i
o'cloek and were loafingat ont the grounmils
ina body., Knox and Lush, two reporters
on the News, started to run a fool-race in
frout of the grand-stand, and Lyle wis
chosen referee, A he walked toward the
finisl, three men who were sitting near by
began to abuse m, He struek at the
largest one of the three, and as  the man
turned to strike back he drew a long knife
and stabbed him twice in the left hrvast
wn ent bis throat,

The man Grege fell, and Lyle was at
once arrested and taken to the West Madi-
son=stroet station.  The wonnded mon was
conveved 1o his home, at the corner of
Forty-first and Fulton streets, where he
expired soon after, 1o leaves a wile anil
two children,  Lyle claims that the wisn
attempted to draw a revolver on him, il
that he stabbed him in self-defence, Lyle
batls from St. Louls, where his mother res
sides, and le accompanied the Boston
exeursionists 10 Mexieo in the interest of
the Times, He has always been considerd
n quilet and pleasant fellow,

Young Lyle was tuken to the county jul
from the Des Plainesstreet station to-day.
He tafked frecly tothe many reporters who
visited bim and seemed to fully realize hi<
pasition, and expressed the opinfon that it
would b better for all conecrned il the
wounded man, who was reported dead last
night, recovered, Gregg, he said, conrted
a quarrel, snd, fearing that  the bix (cl-

A Eufsula (Als.) telegram to the New
York 7imes says: A case coming cloae o
starvation, in the personof +* Aunt "’ Mandy
Ingram, a colored woman about elghty-tive
years old, was diseovered here yesterday.
She stated that she had been confined to her
bed for four months, and that for several
duys and mghts in succession she had been
left alone and entirely deserted hy people
of her color, The exposure of the case ko-
day bas brought an indignant denial from
the members of the colored Baptist
chureh, who say that the ehureh
bas  been taking care of ber and
that all reporis to the contrary are untrie.
This denial does not hold good, because,
aside from the story of the woman hersell,
the Times's correspondent vimted heron
two ocenslons when not a soul was around,
and he had to serve her with food and
drnk bimself, The case hl" ctiilleld the
greatest Inte, resulti n mine-
diate organ of a ﬁn' roliet society.
The city suthorities took the case in hand,
and many ladies bave visited the poor old
woman to-day, She is one of the antebel-
fum ¢  and her pathway to the
grave be made smooth by her triends
amcng the white Indies.
