As we had antieipated, the deswre to un-
lock the mysteries of the polar regions has
becn in nowlse quenched by tl terrible
| exparience of Licutepant GrEpRLy's party.
The blame for the Cape-Sabine disastor has

[ becn placed where it belongs; the horrors
that lmedistely  preceded the reseus of
the survivors of GrEELY's party have
become an old story, and the sclentifie
nndl  other resulls of the expedition
