Guide the following order, which mrans

aleler sent to Walker's Church, in Appo-
maltox county, shall nol bereafter be seat
to Washington city beeause it 1 not ad-
dressed to “Hixbure,” the new name
which Mr, Hix has indoced the Postmaster-
