They have lost sight
of the faot that the silver blll s all that
made the resnmption of specle pavments
yossible in 1870, Hut for that bill, the
sharks of Wall atreet would have made a
run upon the Treasury, and drawn out ull
the gold, pul a stop at once to syecie pay-
ments, run up the price of gold to a high
premium, umsettled all values, produeed a
panie in the commercial world, and done an
incalculable amount of injury to the coun-
try.  The Greenbackers, too, were headed
off by the silver bill. Their flat-money
notlons ceased to apread smong the people
almost as soon 88 the remonetizition of
silver became a faet,

Everybody kvows that if the number of
barrels of four made in the world be re-
duced in sny given year by one half, an im-
mense rise tn the price of flour may be ex-
pected. Everybody kuows thot it would
not do to make dismonds the anly lawful
basis of the paper curreney in any coun-
try. They aro far too scarce; and there-
fore to make them the basts of the eurrency
would be o reduce the prices of all com-
modities, Everybody knows that to fssue
a large amount of irredeemable paper
money wonld be to Increase vastly the
prices of all articles of merchandise. Dut
thouspnds of persons do not soem to he-
lieve the truth uttered by Mr, Warrensox,
and quoted in the beginning of this article,
thal “sliver conmol be spared from the
world's circulation without producing o dis-
astrous shrinkage In all valuaiions.” Why
should the demonctization of gilver produes
a shrinkege in valnes? We have hereto-
fore illustrated the matter by saying that as
in a right-angled triancle the square of the
bypothenuse f= always cqual to the sum of
the squares of the other two sides, so in re-
gurd lo money, All the real money in the
world will buy all the property in the
world, The present prices of propertyare
based upon a bimetallic currency, 11 you
reduce the smount of money by one lall
you reduce the prices of alt articles wn the
same ratio.

But there Is no danger that Congress
will listen to the sppeals of the Wall-street
gnmblers, There are too many statesmen
in that body for it to be guilty of sueh an
act of commerclal suicide as would be lo-
volved In withdrawing the silver voins
from clreulation, and thus causing all
prices to be basod upon gold. The wost
that Congress can be expected to do—and
woare by no means sure that it will do
this—Is to eause the compulsory colnnge of
silver to be stopped; and this measure
will be adopted, if at all, rather us a means
of indueing certaln European nations to
remond tize silver, than beeause there is any
hatm to result to the matirinl interesis of
this country (rom the contivued operation
of the compulsory-colnage act,

We do not know exnetly what (s meant
by the phirase *any other route north of
uv,” Dulas the same correspondent in-
forms us that the run from Norfolk to New
York by the new line takes about twelve
hours, we may add that the run from Kich-
mond to New York takes only about eleven
hours, and eould easily be reduced to ten.
The trmos van from Baltimore to New
York In less than the half of ten hours, and
Haltimore i« largely more than hall way
from New York to Rickmond.
