A SPY FOR THE MAHDI,

Waolseles's Movemenis All Known=The Sews
Burean Organized by an  Adventorems
French Journalist,

A London special says @ The oficisl news
in London to-iday that there 1sa Frenchman
in the Mahdi®e eamop who has organized a
seciet service by which he obtains from the
Freneh eolony in Cairo news of all General
Wolseley's movements and of the English
doings in general, has ereated much inalig-
nation everywhere here, The attitude of
the French in Egypt has been a hostile one
from the start, but the present discovery is
something that has been wholly unloaked
for, and I= lkely to proveke a diplomatie
quarrel belween France and England,

The Frenchman in guestion, M. Olivier
Pain, is thirty-two years old, and o jour-
nalistie adventurer, who was a leading
eharacter in the Commune,  1le was senl to
New Caledonis slong with other Com-
munists, but eseaped with Rochelort and
then went to Turkey, ostensibly as a corres
spondent, but really as an adventurer. He
was ul Plevna when the siege of Plevnn
wos beeun, and he acted as Osman Pa-
sha's private seeretary, After the fall of
Plevna, M, 'ain, then a prisoner, was offer-
ed by the Russiaus to the French embassy,
but it so happened that an aftaché at the
emlissy bad Known Pain inthe days imme-
dintely following the Commune, and the
embassy sccordingly doclined to recogmze
him as a Frensh oitizen, He was there-
fore sent to a Russian prison.  After his
release in due time he returned to Paris,
where he worked for some years off and o
s o journalist,

A DARING EXPLOIT,

With great daring and on his own respon-
sibility, it is said, he made the journey
alone to the Mahdi’s eamp, where he had a
warm reception as o French subject and
sympathizer,  In the present delicale state
of the relations between Eogland and
France, the questions arising ont of M,
Pain's conduet, concerning which General
Wolseley is yery Hgnant, are hikely
to prove extremely  Interesting, and
it I« probable that  there will be
an  immediste revival of anery words
between the newspapers ol Paris  and
those of London, ‘The idea that the recont-
Iv-eireulated storfes of sickness in the
Mabde’s eamp and of a general disruption
of his forees, which bave reached General
Wolseh v, have been managed by M. Pain
as a deeny scheme by which the English
wizht be led into an unsupported advance

Now, with this great inerease in
the facttities for producing and for hand-
ling and transporiing these productionyg
the politienl economist has failed to provide
a corresponding inerease m consumption,
The trouble Hes in the fuct that the ability
to consume has not grown with the ficility
to produce. The depression resuliing from
thi= state of things 15 not confined to the
United Siates; in many parts of Europe
it s even worse than here. Mannfac-
turers of England complaln that where
they onee made a profit of 20
per cent, they are now running their fue-
tories at a loss, When the increase in pro-
duction ecaused their profits to fall off 10
per cent, they tried to make up the differ-
ence by producing twice the quantity, ana
whien they fell off to 5 per cent. they proe
duced fom times the quantity.  But all this
only added to the glut, lowered prices, and
finnlly Lad the result of bringing them lo
their present condition. In thls country
manufacturers inereascil the steel rollinz-
wills to a capacity of 22,000 milles of ruils
per annum. The consumption does not ex-
eeed 4,000 to 5,000 miles, and will not for
years to come.
