The embarrassed condition of the Rich-
mond and Alleghany railroad must be a
rource of great regret to the people of your
city as well as to those along its line and
those who live In the portions of Virginia
and West Virginia where, of pushed beyond
Chifton Forge, it might strike. 1 know
nothing of the plans of its projectors nor
the purposes of those in whose hands it
now is, bot look with iotense interest
townrd its further wovement, believing as
1 do that 1 occupy a section of country
where that um&-d Improvement might
penctrate it ever pushed beyoud its pres:=at
Lerminus,

I live ot Huntersville, 1 Poealinntas
county, W. Va,, which s the county-seat,
1am thoroughly familiar with every foot of
ground between the heads of the Elk or
the Ganley rivers, tn thi< county, and Clif-
ten Forge, and know that it is not only
possible for u rilrosd to be built from Clif-
ton Forge to the heads of elther of these
rivers Lut that the route to ecither is
onsy and the cost comparatively light.
For instanee, the first thirty miles of the
way would lle along Jackson’s river to
the mouth of Back creek, thenee up that
ereek to the mouth of Little Back ereck,
thenee to the foot of the Alleghany moun-
tains st Rider's Gap. None of this js any
heavier than the work already dooe by
that eompany along the James, 1In fact,
lighter work could searcely be found. Tt
might take four miles of road to reach the
summit of the Alleghany at Rider's Gap
(net more), This is side-hill cutting, and
necd not be heavy or costly, When the
supunit of the Mlexlmni' is reactied st
Iider's, the country falls away eently
down Coeliran’™s creek to Koapp's ereek,
down Knapp's ereek by Huntersvilie to
Marlin’s Bottom, on the Greenbrier river,
The distunce from the summit to M ulin’s
Bottem s exactly fourteen miles, and the
work incredibly light.
