The widow cked out an existense by
giving musie lessons, and succee el in
giving their orphaned child a good com-
mon school education, Later he took
a position as Philadelphia agent of the
bay-rum manufacturing firm of St
Thomas. West Indies. Iis  mother
during the last five or six years of her
life resided st the boarding-house of
Mes, Agnes Mager, in Eighth street,
below Locusgt.
