His wife, to whom he was
much devoted, and was as remarkable
as her husband for her fidelity, was
owned by and lived with Major Wil-
linm Bell, on the cstate lately
owned by the late W, J. Davis Bell, and
son of Major Willism Bell. Be-
enuse of its nearness to the home
of his wife, Sidney cast in his
lot with the family of Colonel Franklin
Me('ue, whose wife was a danghter of
Major John Crawford, With Mrs. Me-
('ue he remained for many years—long
after he beesme very infirm—and was
cared for as tenderly and constantly as
though he had been a member of the
family rather than an old servant.
About eight Years ago he was removed
to the home of Mrs, Mary Moorman, a
younger sister of Mrs. MeCue,  Here
a small house was built for his use ex-
clusively in the yard, and a boy hired
to wait upon him. and every attention
given him, To the day of his death
he was vigited and cared for daily by
one of the family, and in times of sick-
ness was nursed as a child. During
his last days, for nearly two weeks, n
man was hired to wait upon him day
and night, and was constantly by him
till the Inst,

During his days of servitude he was
never remiss in his duties, He was
never corrected or reprimanded for indo-
lence, disobedience, or any other short-
coming, Because of this he was vir-
tually free from 1838 or 1840, Sidney
possessed a remarkable memory. which
continued wonderfully elear to his death,
He had distinet recollection of the build-
ing and the builders of almost every
house for miles around the old home-
stend, For some years he has been
consulted as an oracle by descendants
of many of those who formerly lived in
the community of and worshipped at the
0ld Stone church, and in every instance
he seemed to have a very clear remem-
brance of them nnd their families, He
was always muoch pleased by such visit-
ors and their inquiries.  His sight was
very good notwithstanding his age,
and at his death there was not
s decayed tooth in  his  head,
and  in more than a  hundred
years he lost but three teeth, 1t is un-
fortunate that his exact age cannot be
determined, ]5_\' those who have known
him longest and most intimately, his
age was thought to be at least 110
years, Healways maintained that he
was born in March, so that it is thought
that next March would almost certainly
have completed his 111 vears, When
Major John Crawford died thirty-cight
years ago Sidney was thought to be
about 75 years old, He always main-
tained that he was a grown man when
the present brick residence was huilt
on the estate of the late Major John
Crawford, which was undoubtedly in
the yea 1795, for he earried the brick

and  mortar  for its  construction,
Mrs. Naney MeCue, the widow of
the late Col Franklin - MeCue,

now in her eighty-fourth year, and with
whom he lived for about thirty yuars,
has no other recollection of him than
that of an old white-haired man: and
Miss Polly Johnson, who was ninety
years old at her death two years ago,
always said her earliest recollection of
him was when his hair was beginning
to turn gray. From soch evidence as
this his most intimate scquaintances
feel safe in putting his sge one hundred
and ten years at least,

When asked some years ago why it
was the Lord spared his life o long, he
replied that he did not know unless it

his lnst days were spent with a bright
hope of acceptance throwgh Jesus
Christ, The undersigned frequentiy
spoke with him upon the subject with
great satisfaction.

He wasg, buried on Sunday morning.

Sidney was the father of fifteen chil-
dren, and but one, the thirteenth in
vumber, survives him, He is sup-
posed to be between seventy and sov-
enty-five years old.

The bill of Mezsrs, Reazan and 0 Hara
is of a centralizing tendency in the
worst sense, It assumes the existence
in the Federal Government of powers
nowhere granted in the organic law,
It gives to amendments of that law s
broader construction than their authors o
intended or the courts have sanc-
tioned. By implieation it forbids the
exercise by States of authority never
questioned.

The educational bill of Mr. Blair is
of an entirely different character. It
assumes no authority whatever overany
community or State, but simply over a
surplus in the Federal Treasury, It
takes nothing, directly or indirectly,
from the universully admitted pawers
of the States, but. on the contrary, aids
the States inthe exercise of those powers.
Its only fault—if that be a fault—is
that it may create in the minds of the
people a high regard for the Gieneral
Government. And as that is nowhere
forbidden, but, on the contrary, was the
carnest desire of all the fathers, we sug-
gest that the successors of even the
strictest constructionists cannot hase an
objection to the bill upon that,—[%e-
tersburg Indez-Appeal.
